MINUTES OF January 3, 2008

ROLL CALL: Meeting brought to order on January 3, 2008 at 6:30 pm at the Fifield Town Hall.  Members present as noted above.    

Minutes:  Motion (Hintz, Wierzba) to accept the minutes of the December 6, 2007 Regular Board Meeting as presented.  Motion approved.

Town Crew Report:  T. Fleming reported that the crew has been plowing snow, tires for the grader were put on yesterday, four of the old tires are recap-able and will be recapped as needed, two tires were given to Neeck Concrete in lieu of having to pay a disposal fee, and the main blade bar broke on the brusher and because some parts are obsolete they will have to be custom made for a total cost of repair at $2,700.  
Fire Department Report:  W. Felch, Fire Dept. #1 reported fire activity was quiet and also reported on upcoming NIMS training that will be required as part of the FEMA grant he has applied for.  T. Mantor, Fire Dept #2 reported fire activity was quiet, a bill for the new fire truck’s chassis will arrive in February with the truck being completed in May, a thermal imager has been ordered, by the end of the month the radios funded through Emergency Government should be set up and he is waiting on the receipt of a brusher pump to complete his DNR grant.
Discuss Lawnmower Races:  W. Felch reported on a two year contract received from the Lawnmower Association.  He will be contacting them as some issues need clarification.  The MOU between the Town and the fire department was revised to be between the Town and FFFI.  Action was tabled on the MOU allowing time for board review of the MOU.
Let Bids for Crushing Gravel:  Motion (Wierzba, Hintz) to let bids for the crushing of 25,000 yards of ¾” minus gravel out of the Newman Springs Pit with a completion date of September 1, 2008 and with the right to reject any or all bids.  Motion approved.  D. Noetzel will call D. Reppert of the Forest Service to see if they will waive their 30 cents per yard fee on the gravel because of the amount of gravel being used on Shady Knoll Road (Forest Road #144).  
Discuss/Sign Wipfli LLP Engagement Letter for December 31, 2007 Audit:  Motion  (Hintz, Wierzba) to sign Wipfli LLP engagement letter for the December 31, 2007 audit with a fee of $4100 plus direct expenses, crossing out the $500 for the preparation of Form C.   Motion approved.   
Name Private Roads at Wild Goose Resort Condos:  Motion (Hintz, Wierzba) to name the two roads of the Wild Goose Resort Condo as follows:  north road – Wild Goose Court; south road – Wild Goose Lane.  Motion approved.

Give Authority to Chairman to Sign Holding Tank Agreements:  Motion (Wierzba, Hintz) to give authority to the Town Chairman to sign the Holding Tank Agreement for Doug Christianson and authority to sign all future holding tank agreements.  Motion approved.
