Fifield Sanitary District Commission Meeting Minutes of Thursday, January 10, 2008
Present:  B Felch, D Pritzl, D Ocker, C Kawleski, & no members of the public.

The meeting was called to order at 7 pm on Thursday, January 10 at the Fifield Town Hall.  The agenda for the meeting was posted in 3 locations at least 24 hours prior to the meeting.

Minutes:  Motion was made to approve the minutes of the December 13 regular meeting as presented.  (Pritzl/Felch).  Motion approved.
Operator's Report:  The lift station pump was changed on Saturday, and the leaking part will be sent in for repair.  Ocker will also be installing new filters.  Results of the DNR’s annual inspection of the Fifield waterworks were discussed.  Bill Dobbins from the DNR reported the general condition of the waterworks facilities to be “excellent.” His only recommendation was for completion and implementation of the wellhead protection program, which includes formal adoption of the plan by the Board.  This will be placed on the next agenda.  

Financial Report:  Kawleski reported that on 1/3/08 one of the CDs renewed at an interest rate of 4.6%, which is down from 4.7%.  As of 12/31/07, the balance in the general checking account was $269,797.61.  The CD balance remains $197,034.05.  Motion was made to accept the financial report as presented (Pritzl/Felch).  Motion approved. 

Status of Well Permit for Account #82:  Ocker reported that he assisted the customer with obtaining a sample.   Verbally, the customer reported that the results came back SAFE.   Written confirmation of the lab results is needed.

Wellhead Protection Plan: See “Operator’s Report.”

Annual Audit Update:  Kawleski has started the preliminary prep work for the audit; however, no date has been set yet.

Updates to Clerk’s Training Manual:  There are a couple of “typos” to be corrected, and a couple of minor procedural changes to be made to the manual.  No other topics have been added to the Table of Contents.
