Treasurer’s Report:  J. Loewe presented and the board accepted the treasurer’s report for November and December, 2007. December only balances were:  Equipment Account - $12,046.52, Reserve Account - $17,029.89.
Town Crew Report:  T. Fleming reported that the brusher parts have been installed and the brusher is being used, the power washer used to flush out culverts is having problems, Jared from American Asphalt is checking out cracking on Frankie Road to see if the mix was bad or if the problem is with the base, and asked if an ad would be run to remind residents to monitor their fuel tanks so that fuel does not have to be delivered while roads are posted.  The board asked the clerk to contact the Towns of Eisenstein and Lake to see if they would like to be included in a ¼ page ad that would be more visible to the readers.
