TOWN OF FIFIELD REGULAR BOARD MEETING

MINUTES OF FEBRUARY 7, 2008

Present:  D. Noetzel, J. Wierzba, J. Hintz, S. Putnam and 12 others.

ROLL CALL:  Meeting brought to order on February 7, 2008 at 6:30 p.m. at the Fifield Town Hall.  Members present as noted above.

MINUTES:  Motion (Wierzba, Hintz) to accept the minutes of the January 17, 2008 Regular Board Meeting as presented.  Motion approved.

TOWN CREW REPORT:  T. Fleming reported that he talked with D. Reppert of the Forest Service and the Forest Service will not forgive the 30 cents per yard royalty for gravel crushed out of the Newman Springs pit this year and Reppert also doesn’t think the Forest Service will begin their work on MacArthur slough this year.  T. Loewe asked if he could cut the wood in the town right of way on Figi Road in exchange for him keeping the wood in order to help with visibility when the bus travels his road in a few years.  Fleming was instructed to check with the Forest Service regarding Loewe’s request and to find out what value the wood has.  Fleming reported on upcoming MSHA training and that the crew is continuing with maintenance on the equipment. 
FIRE DEPARTMENT REPORT:  W. Felch, Fire Department #1 reported on one chimney fire and that the wheel bearings on the van were replaced.  T. Mantor, Fire Department #2 reported on one medical call, that in two weeks they will assist the Springstead Fire Department in the burn of a cabin, the chassis has been built for the new truck and he is working on getting reimbursement from the Federal for assistance with last summer’s wildfire.
DISCUSS MOU BETWEEN TOWN OF FIFIELD AND FFFI FOR USE OF THE OLD BALL FIELD FOR LAWNMOWER RACES:  Motion (Wierzba, Hintz) to authorize the chairman to sign The Memorandum of Understanding between the Town of Fifield and The Friends of the Fifield Firefighters Inc. for Use of the Old Ball Field for Friends of the Fifield Firefighters Inc Sponsored Lawnmower Races.  Motion approved.

OPEN BIDS FOR GRAVEL CRUSHING:  Bids per cubic yard for crushing gravel were received as follows:  Meverden Materials Inc - $2.88, Granberg Brothers Inc - $2.88, Iron River Sand & Gravel Inc - $2.73, Pitlik & Wick Inc - $2.70, and John S. Olynick Inc. - $2.67.  Motion (Wierzba, Hintz) to award the bid for the crushing of 25,000 cubic yards of gravel out of the Newman Springs pit to John S. Olynick Inc, Gilman, WI for the price of $2.67 per cubic yard, with a completion date of September 1, 2008.  Roll call vote:  Hintz – aye, Wierzba – aye, Noetzel – aye.  Motion approved. 
DISCUSS SHARED NOTICE OF ROAD POSTING WITH TOWNS OF EISENSTEIN AND LAKE:  Town of Eisenstein agreed to share the cost of a large notice and the Town of Lake will discuss sharing cost at their meeting next week.  The clerk was instructed to place the large notice whether the other towns join in or not.  

LET BIDS FOR BLACKTOPPING SUMMER ROAD PROJECTS:  Motion (Hintz, Wierzba) to let bids for summer road projects contacting T. Fleming for specifications.  Motion approved.  The road projects will include the blacktopping of 1.7 miles of Shady Knoll Road, 24 feet wide and 4 inches compacted, and 
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fixing the sag in Old 13 Road south of the transfer site.   Fleming reported that the Forest Service would let the town use their compactor if they fix it up.  
DISCUSS HOSTING OF QUARTELRY MEETING OF WTA’S PRICE COUNTY CHAPTER – APRIL 16, 2008:  D. Noetzel will contact the WTA’s regarding a speaker and the clerk will contact Kountry Kafe to cater food for between 20 and 50 people.

Kelnhofer property, Price County District Attorney’s notice of a pre-trial conference scheduled in the L. Dragovich matter for Friday, July 18, 2008 to determine if a settlement can be reached, Packerland Broadband notice of change in channel line-up and rates, DNR letter of approval to accept the name of the man-made lake from damming a portion of Byhre Creek as  Byhre Lake, First National Bank notice of adjustment of their interest rate to 3.00%, Price County Zoning notice of public hearing on conditional use permit for S.
