TOWN OF FIFIELD REGULAR BOARD MEETING

MINUTES OF February 21, 2008
Present:  D. Noetzel, J. Wierzba, J. Hintz, S. Putnam and 7 others.  Absent:  J. Loewe. 
ROLL CALL: Meeting brought to order on February 21, 2008 at 6:30 pm at the Fifield Town Hall.  Members present as noted above.    

Minutes:  Motion (Hintz, Wierzba) to accept the minutes of the February 7, 2008 Regular Board Meeting as presented.  Motion approved.
Treasurer’s Report:  in J. Loewe’s absence, no report was given.

Town Crew Report:  T. Fleming reported that they are having problems with the 2 way radios, the tech recommends putting up a repeater to help with reception, the board instructed Fleming to get more information regarding options and costs, D. Gustafson, S E H will be sending a contract for the Sailor Creek Bridge project which will start in April or May with a construction date of 2010, and Gustafson asked it the town is still seeking funds through D. Obey’s office for Shady Knoll Road.  D. Noetzel will call Renee at Obey’s office in regard to requesting funding for the project.  

Discuss Wells Fargo Bank Accounts: D. Noetzel reported that Wells Fargo contacted J. Loewe regarding two accounts (a checking account and a CD totaling over $5,000) at their bank in the name of the Town of Fifield saying that the funds will revert to the State of Wisconsin because of inactivity.  Noetzel contacted B. Salm, one of the names on the account, to find that the accounts were set up by the Fifield Centennial Committee in 1994 and 2001.  Those committees are not active at this time.  Nancy Chafer, the other name on the account could not be reached.  Motion (Hintz, Wierzba) to move the money to the town’s reserve account so as to not lose the money to the State and to contact Nancy Chafer regarding the funds.  Motion approved.
Driveway Access Permits:  None.  

Citizen Concerns:   L. DeRemer, on behalf of J. Hein, Price County Emergency Coordinator, asked if the town had any room available for storage of generators, etc. It was noted that the town has no available space.  
Correspondence:  Correspondence included a request from D. Heid to make a recommendation to Price County Zoning in regard to his set-back Special Exception Application to which the board instructed the clerk to send a letter to zoning saying the board has no objection as they have allowed the set-backs for two other properties on W. Central Ave., U S Census Bureau notice of the liaison’s name, WI Safe Routes to School Reporter newsletter, WisLine Teleconference Series 2008 – Open Government and Parliamentary Procedure flyer, USDA letter of progress for the Chequamegon-Nicolet National Forest Travel Management Project, and a Xcel Energy Outdoor Lighting Service Rates flyer.  The clerk noted that the National Forest income money was received totaling $73,270.51, which is over the $50,000 budgeted for and that a 3 day jury trial has been scheduled for L. Dragovich starting August 20, 2008 with a pre-trial conference scheduled for July 18, 2008.
