MINUTES OF MARCH 6, 2008

ROLL CALL:  Meeting brought to order on March 6, 2008 at 6:30 p.m. at the Fifield Town Hall.  Members present as noted above.

MINUTES:  Motion (Hintz, Wierzba) to accept the minutes of the February 21, 2008 Regular Board Meeting as presented.  Motion approved.

TREASURER’S REPORT:  In J. Loewe’s absence, no report was given.
TOWN CREW REPORT:  T. Fleming reported that the Moosejaw project did not make the first round of Forest Service funding but  D. Reppert said possibly  in May, asked and received permission to attend a UW – La Crosse two day  workshop on upcoming changes to wetland rules which, if he passes the test, will certify him a Wetland Delineator,  and  reported that the crew has begun work on covering up the asbestos in the shop area.    D. Noetzel reported that Renee from D. Obey’s office requested a list of money that has been and will be spent on the Shady Knoll Road project and that the town will be put on a list to get on a list to see Obey in person regarding the town’s request for help in funding the road project.
FIRE DEPARTMENT REPORT:  W. Felch, Fire Department #1 reported on one car accident, that NTC will be helping him write a grant application for a 4,000 gallon tanker with an estimated cost of $200,000, and upcoming training will include DNR training next week at Pike Lake and a NIMS class in April.  T. Mantor, Fire Department #2 reported on an assist with the Springstead Fire Department to burn a cabin, the DNR seminar at Pike Lake next week will include discussion of safety in the woods and will review recent forest fires,  on April 2, 2008 an IC200 3 hour class will be held and the pump he ordered as part of his DNR grant should be here in about 3 weeks.
AUTHORIZE CHAIRMAN TO SIGN PERMITS FOR THE SHADY KNOLL ROAD PROJECT AND ALL FUTURE ROAD PROJECTS:  Motion (Wierzba, Hintz) to authorize the chairman to sign the permits for the Shady Knoll Road project and all future road projects.  Motion approved.

GIVE CLERK TEMPORARY AUTHORITY TO PAY INVOICES:   Motion (Wierzba, Hintz) to authorize the Clerk to pay invoices during the period from March 7th through March 28th, 2008.   Motion approved. 
DISCUSS RE-APPOINTMENT/COMBINING OF THE CLERK/TREASURER POSITIONS:  The three-year terms for the Clerk and Treasurer positions expire on April 8, 2008.  The clerk and the treasurer  through a phone call to the Chairman both express interest in continuing on.  In the treasurer’s absence, the board postponed any further discuss on combining the positions  until the April 3, 2008 regular board meeting.
