TOWN OF FIFIELD REGULAR BOARD MEETING

MINUTES OF APRIL 3, 2008

Present:  D. Noetzel, J. Wierzba, J. Hintz, J. Loewe, S. Putnam and 10 others.

ROLL CALL:  Meeting brought to order on April 3, 2008 at 6:30 p.m. at the Fifield Town Hall.  Members present as noted above.

MINUTES:  Motion (Hintz, Wierzba) to accept the minutes of the March 6, 2008 Regular Board Meeting as presented.  Motion approved.

TREASURER’S REPORT:  J. Loewe presented and the board accepted the treasurer’s report for January, 2008.  Balances:  General - $83,919.07, CDBG - $58,142.98, Fire #2 - $105,548.71, Tax - $546,016.73.
TOWN CREW REPORT:  T. Fleming reported that the crew has been working on asbestos abatement in the shop to which J. Hintz commended the crew for the excellent work being done,  the crew may be finished by the end of next week with the abatement, at the Price County Emergency Government meeting J. Hein suggested establishing a mutual aid agreement between town crews to help out in the case of natural disasters like flooding, and asked for and the board agreed to allow this year the crew to start their 4 ten-hour days beginning April 7th with the understanding that if snow is going to be a factor that they will work 5 eight hour days.  D. Noetzel presented the “Material Storage Site Management Sub-Site Inspection Report” he received from the WisDOT indicating no follow ups required.  T. Nicholls reported that the Walnut Street sign is pointing the wrong way and needs to be corrected.
FIRE DEPARTMENT REPORT:  W. Felch, Fire Department #1 reported on an assist with the Phillips Fire Department, work done on Engine #243, repair work done on the furnace, NTC donating their time in writing up the FEMA Assistance Grant which has been filed, filing for a grant through Plum Creek for an imaging camera, and asked for and received permission from the board for the crew to cut several trees, if necessary for viewing of the fireworks, at the old ball field.  T. Mantor, Fire Department #2 reported that activity was quiet, the IC-200 class was held last night, the new truck should be arriving the first week of June and asked for and received permission from the board to purchase  a hose, nozzle, etc  for the new truck for a cost of approximately $3,500.

DISCUSS HIRING FOR CRACK SEALING OF ROADS:  T. Fleming reported that Fahrner’s price is $1.22/lb and Pitlik and Wick’s is $1.31/lb.  Fahrner’s price last year was $1.15/lb and the estimated total project cost this year from Fahrner at $1.22/lb would be $13,583.   Motion (Hintz, Wierzba) to hire Fahrner to crack seal town roads this year.  Motion approved. 
DISCUSS A WELL FOR THE FOREST HOME CEMETERY:  J. Holt from Holt Well Drilling gave an estimate for a 65’ well  with a State Certified hand pump of $5,355.00.  Other options would be a submersible 
pump needing access to electricity or a solar panel.  The donor of funds for the project will be contacted.

AUTHORIZE CHAIRMAN TO SIGN ENGINEERING SERVICES CONTRACT WITH WI DOT AND S E H , INC FOR SAILOR CREEK BRIDGE REPLACEMENT AND GIVE CHAIRMAN AUHORITY TO SIGN ALL FUTURE CONTRACTS FOR PROJECTS AWARDED BY THE TOWN BOARD:  Motion (Wierzba, Hintz) to authorize the Chairman to sign the contract with WI DOT and S E H, Inc. for Sailor Creek Bridge Replacement and to give the Chairman authority to sign all future board approved project contracts.  Motion approved.
DISCUSS COMBINING CLERK/TREASURER POSITIONS AND RE-APPOINT CLERK/TREASURER:  Motion (Wierzba, Hintz) to combine the positions of Clerk and Treasurer and to combine the salaries to $23,000 for one year.  Motion approved.  Motion (Wierzba, Hintz) to appoint Sally L. Putnam as Clerk/Treasurer for a term of one year.  Motion approved.
DISCUSS P. GRIEPENTROG CORRESPONDENCE:  The clerk was instructed to draft letters to P. Griepentrog addressing his concerns regarding Shady Knoll Road being named a Rustic Road and regarding his greenhouse business having been listed under local businesses on the town’s website in 2005.  The Chairman will review the letters before they are mailed out.
DRIVEWAY ACCESS PERMITS:  Motion (Hintz, Wierzba) to approve the Driveway Access Permit for David Heid.  Motion approved.
CITIZENS CONCERNS:  T. Nicholls presented a complimentary copy of the Fifield DVD and a CD containing FCAP and FFFI accomplishments to the board members.  
CORRESPONDENCE:  D. Noetzel reported that at the L. Baars hearing, which Baars attended, the Judge granted everything Atty. B. Marshall asked for with a stipulation that L. Baars has two weeks from the date load limits are removed from roads to clean up the property himself.  After that time Price County Zoning and Health Departments will come in and clean the property up.  Correspondence included the Price County Unit, WTA notice of quarterly meeting to be held at the Fifield Town Hall on 4-16-08, Municipal Administrators Academy program notice, Municipal Clerks and Treasurers Institute program notice, Durand Companies advertisement, Division of Transportation letter regarding policy changes to Local Force Account Agreements for Local Units using federal funds, Price County Highway Commission notice that bridge inspections must be completed by May 31, 2008 (the board instructed T. Fleming to contact S E H, Inc. to do the bridge inspections), Peterbilt of WI advertisement, NWRPC request for information regarding town projects to include in their 2008 CEDS Annual Report, Crossroads newsletter, copies of letters sent by Atty. B. Marshall to the Price County Clerk of Circuit Court and the Price County Sheriff containing the Notice of Motion and Motion for Injunctive Relief and Affidavit of Kevin M. Krause in regard to the L.
