ROLL CALL:  Meeting brought to order on May 13, 2008 at 6:30 p.m. at the Fifield Town Hall.  Members present as noted above.

MINUTES:  Motion (Hintz, Noetzel) to accept the minutes of 4-17-08 as presented.  Motion approved.

TOWN CREW REPORT:  T. Fleming reported that road limits will be lifted next Wednesday on all town roads except Bay, Dam and Brahmstadt, road limits on these roads will be left on for another week, no wake buoys were taken out to Pike Lake but the ice prohibited them from being put in, DNR storm water runoff permit was received for the Shady Knoll Road project, J, Holt reported no problem with putting the well next to the small shed at the cemetery, and the board instructed Fleming to have General American Door Company of Ironwood, MI install, at a cost of $9,643.75, five new over head doors in the shop area. 

FIRE DEPARTMENT REPORT:  W. Felch, Fire Department #1 reported on a fire call to Lugerville, he is looking at replacing the 20 year old portable because of trouble again with the head gasket, his grant includes a portable tank, also needed are turnout gear and mikes for radios, and asked for and received permission to use the dump trucks to haul in manure to the race track with Fleming assisting on the weekend.  T. Mantor, Fire Department #2 reported that he has spent $66,000 of the grant received, work on the old fire truck will begin the middle of June after the new truck arrives, he has notified Fidelity Insurance that Pike Lake Fun Days will include fireworks, and that this summer he will be replacing the doors on the fire hall.

DISCUSS COMPREHENSIVE PLANNING COMMITTEE:  D. Noetzel reported that a committee can be formed now but that when a plan is presented to the board, it must be done by a planning commission. The commission passes a resolution, the board passes the ordinance.  After a public hearing the board adopts the plan in whole.  Chairman Noetzel appointed, if willing for a three year term or until the town board dissolves the committee, the following to the Comprehensive Planning Committee:  Leona DeRemer, Jim Robb, Bill Ave’lallemant, Kathleen Kascewicz, Jack Wierzba, Leonard Stein, and Ed Gibeaut.

CITIZENS CONCERNS:  R. Plant noted that L. Baars is parking his semi on posted streets.
