MINUTES OF May 15, 2008

ROLL CALL:  Meeting was brought to order on May 15, 2008 at 6:30 p.m. at the Pike Lake Fire Hall.  Present:  D. Noetzel, J. Hintz, S. Putnam and 8 others.

MINUTES:  Motion (Hintz, Noetzel) to accept the minutes of May 1, 2008 as presented.  Motion approved.

TREASURER’S REPORT:  The treasurer’s report for April, 2008 was presented to and accepted by the board.  

TOWN CREW REPORT:  T. Fleming reported that the culvert on Turner Lake Road servicing Squaw Creek needs attention, D. Gustafson of  S E H, Inc. estimated a replacement cost of $20,000, P C Highway Commissioner W. Knaack will be contacted regarding any bridge funding available for culvert replacement, another possibility would be using the county’s grade-all to bend the culvert back down, the yard waste pick up this week consisted of two calls, one of which resulted in 15 loads and the other 20 loads which seemed to be taking advantage of the program, the state would be buying the signs for Rustic Road #105 with the town providing the posts and installing the signs, Fahrner crack sealed town roads, and Movrich Park was opened for the season.

DISCUSS RATES FOR JUNE COLLECTION OF WHITEGOODS:  Prices for collection of white goods and tires were presented from Joe Durand , Fifield, NBC White Recycle,  Hayward and Keweenaw Scrap Tire & Metal, Calumet, MI.  Because of the current market, there is no fee for white goods and the lowest fees for tires will be used.  
APPROVE TEMPORARY ALCOHOL BEVERAGE LICENSES FOR FIRE DEPARTMENTS #1 AND #2:  Motion (Hintz, Noetzel) to approve the Temporary Alcohol Beverage Licenses for May 25, 2008, July 5, 2008 and July 12, 2008 for Fire Department #1 and August 31, 2008 for  Fire Department #2.  Motion approved. 
DISCUSS PLANNING COMMITTEE INFORMATION RECEIVED FROM NWRPC:   The clerk presented information received from Sheldon Johnson, Deputy Director of the Northwest Regional Planning Commission regarding assisting the town in developing a comprehensive plan.  Noted was that NWRPC would be willing to send a representative to a committee meeting at no cost to discuss the planning process and that the estimated cost of having NWRPC assist in developing a plan would be between $9,000and $20,000. 
DRIVEWAY ACCESS PERMITS:  Motion (Hintz, Noetzel) to approve driveway access permits for Cliff James and Michael Cahill.  Motion approved.  
CITIZENS CONCERNS:  L. DeRemer inquired into when the Baars property would be cleaned up by the County.  D. Noetzel reported that Baars has two weeks after town road limits were lifted to clean it up himself, then a company contracted by the County  will come in to clean up with a third party to test the soil for contamination.
CORRESPONDENCE:   Correspondence included MSA Update, Dirrigl-Sawales Post 182 request for contribution toward their Fourth of July Celebration, P C Zoning notice of a variance applied for by T. Schuelke and M. Patterson, and a copy of WI Dept of Agriculture’s notice of their plans for aerial spraying for gypsy moths.
