TOWN OF FIFIELD REGULAR BOARD MEETING

MINUTES OF June 5, 2008

ROLL CALL:  Meeting brought to order on June 5, 2008 at 6:30 p.m. at the Fifield Town Hall.  
Present:  D. Noetzel, J. Wierzba, J. Hintz, S. Putnam and 12 others.

MINUTES:  Motion (Hintz, Noetzel) to accept the minutes of 5-15-08 as presented.  Motion approved.

TOWN CREW REPORT:  T. Fleming reported that the Squaw Creek culvert replacement may fall under a 50/50 share program but was instructed by the board to try and push it back down, a grader was rented while work was done on the town’s grader which is covered under warranty, and the DNR will be sending the town a letter for not having the seeding and mulching of Shady Knoll Road done yet under DNR permitting.

CITIZENS CONCERNS:  Tracey Ellis. P C Health Dept Director, updated those present on the assessment done at the L. Baars property.  Phase 1, cleanup of the property, is estimated at $20,000 and scheduled to be done the middle of July by the Veolia Company.  Phase 2 cost for remediation of soils and ground water will be determined after Phase 1 is complete. If Baars doesn’t pay the fees, a property judgment will be filed where either the property is sold at a judgment execution sale or taken by the county or town. The Health Board meeting scheduled for 5:30 pm on June 16th at the Normal Building will address the approval to expend funds for the cleanup.  Ellis asked that people attend to express their concern for the condition of the property.  

FIRE DEPARTMENT REPORT:  W. Felch, Fire Dept. #1 reported on one house fire assisted by Dept. #2, Park Falls and Phillips, the fire was kept to the roof but insurance will be totaling the house, asked for and received approval to purchase five new pagers with the return of five old pagers for a credit of $75 each, that repair work was done on the truck, and that class 2 reflective vests were purchased for working on highways.  T. Mantor, Fire Dept.  #2 reported on several ATV accidents and med calls, one assist with Dept #1, and asked for and received approval to purchase an air compressor for use with the old and new fire trucks.
REVIEW INSURANCE COVERAGE WITH FIDELITY INSURANCE:  W. Bjork presented the renewal coverage and premium for the town’s insurance.  The board reviewed.  No changes were made. 
DISCUSS REFUNDING 2006 ILLEGAL TAX PURSUANT TO WI STAT. 74.33(1) – WINTER EVERGREEN, INC.:  R. Biller, Winter Evergreen, Inc. had requested a refund of $158.81 for 2006 property tax he paid on property no longer owned.  WI Stats. allow towns the option to refund these taxes though the taxpayer had the authority to challenge the bill when received. Action was tabled until J. Hintz contacts Biller regarding this.  
DISCUSS COMPREHENSIVE PLANNING COMMITTEE:  The committee has held their first meeting.  Items to be addressed will be getting the town ordinances cleaned up, a presentation by NWRPC to the committee and the changing of the committee to a commission.  D. Noetzel appointed J. Hintz to the planning committee.  
DRIVEWAY ACCESS PERMITS:  Motion (J. Hintz, J. Wierzba) to approve the driveway access permit for M. Baars.  Motion approved.
CORRESPONDENCE:  Correspondence included Mun. Adm. Academy postcard, copy of S E H’s Sailor Creek Bridge replacement project report, P C Zoning’s notice of application by B. Krause for a Special Exception permit which the board has no objection to, DNR’s invitation to meet the DNR Remediation & Redevelopment contact for the town, Waste Management’s notice of annual price increase, copies of S E H’s 2008 bridge inspections report, 2007 P C Tourism Annual Report, and WI DOR’s reminder of Assessor’s Final Report due June 9, 2008.
Review Invoices:  Motion (Hintz, Wierzba) to accept invoices for payment.  Motion approved.
