TOWN OF FIFIELD REGULAR BOARD MEETING

MINUTES OF June 19, 2008

ROLL CALL:  Meeting was brought to order on June 19, 2008 at 6:30 p.m. at the Pike Lake Fire Hall.  Present:  D. Noetzel, J. Wierzba,  J. Hintz, S. Putnam and 13 others.

MINUTES:  Motion (Hintz, Noetzel) to accept the minutes of June 5, 2008 as presented.  Motion approved.

TREASURER’S REPORT:  The treasurer’s report and financial statements for May, 2008 were presented to and accepted by the board.  The clerk was instructed to contact First National Bank to initiate a loan for $227,500, as budgeted, for the financing of a part of the Shady Knoll Road project.  Terms to be a maturity date of 8-30-09 with an interest rate of 3.75%, interest paid quarterly.
TOWN CREW REPORT:  T. Fleming reported that the seeding and mulching of Shady Knoll Road is done, gravel has been hauled out to Pike Lake for shouldering, the Forest Service asked and the board approved the crew’s assistance to follow and grade gravel laid by the Forest Service on FR #136 and #508, paving of Shady Knoll Road is scheduled for next Thursday and will take about 4 days, and asked for and the board approved the hiring of Decker to remove and frame in the shop garage doors at a cost of $9,500 in order to free up the crew to begin work on Shady Knoll Road from Moose Jaw to the Fish Trap bridge.
APPROVE ALCOHOL BEVERAGE RENEWAL AND CIGARETTE LICENSES: Motion (Hintz, Wierzba) to approve alcohol beverage licenses as follows:  Renewal Class A Combination – K J’s Meat & Cheese LLC d/b/a Fifield Grocery,  JENA Corp. d/b/a Fifield Station;  Renewal Class B Combination – Hicks Landing, Inc. d/b/a Hicks Landing, J C Homestead, Inc. d/b/a Homestead, Idle Hour Resort LLC d/b/a Idle Hour Resort, Kountry Kafe & Katering LLC d/b/a/ Kountry Kafe, Y II B Partners d/b/a Lakeview, Gary R. Graham d/b/a Lone Star Bar, Merri Cassidy d/b/a Merri Cassidy’s, Windsong Family LLC d/b/a Moose Jaw Resort, Musky Jack Enterprises, Inc. d/b/a Musky Jack’s, David & Joan Harvey d/b/a Northernaire Bar & Grill, Theresa Braun d/b/a Northwoods Supper Club, and Crist Associates, Inc. d/b/a Wild Goose Resort.  Roll call vote:  Hintz – aye, Wierzba – aye, Noetzel – abstained.  Motion approved.  Cigarette and Operator licenses were accepted for issuance.        

DISCUSS REFUNDING 2006 ILLEGAL TAX FOR WINTER EVERGREEN, INC.:  J. Hintz reported on his conversation with R. Biller.  The clerk was instructed to write a letter informing Biller that the board did not approve reimbursement of the tax paid and that he should contact the rightful owner regarding reimbursement.
DISCUSS NEW TRUCK PURCHASE FOR FIRE DEPARTMENT #2:  T. Mantor will be picking up the new truck next Tuesday.  Discussed was the change order for UL Testing of the tank.  D. Noetzel will call the company regarding a possible price reduction for the cost of the test.  
DISCUSS INTERGOVERNMENTAL COOPERATION AGREEMENT WITH PRICE COUNTY – L. BAARS PROPERTY CLEANUP:  T. Ellis, Price County Health Department Director, gave thanks to those who attended the Health Department’s meeting on June 16th.  She reported that the new estimated cost of cleanup is $26,500 and after considering Price County Sheriff’s 
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Department labor may approach $30,000.  A contract has been signed with the Veolia Company  for cleanup, scheduled for the 1st or 2nd week of July.  Results of ground contamination testing will be known a couple of weeks after that.  Motion (Hintz, Wierzba) to split 50/50 the net cost, if any, with Price County for the cleanup of the L. Baars property.  Roll call vote:  Hintz – aye, Wierzba – aye, Noetzel – aye.  Motion approved.
APPOINTMENT OF DEPUTY CLERK/TREASURER:  The clerk appointed Jessica Loewe as deputy clerk/treasurer.
DRIVEWAY ACCESS PERMITS:  None.  
CITIZENS CONCERNS:  Citizens inquired about the number of liquor licenses available in the town and asked questions about comprehensive planning and floodplains.
CORRESPONDENCE:   Correspondence included Fabco flyer, Fifield Sanitary District’s 2007 Consumer Confidence Report,  Water Quality Report and Annual Newsletter, and a copy of S E H’s Concept Definition Report and location map for the Sailor Creek Bridge and Approaches Project sent to Price County Zoning and the US Fish & Wildlife Service.
