ROLL CALL:  Meeting brought to order on July 3, 2008 at 6:30 p.m. at the Fifield Town Hall.

TOWN CREW REPORT:  T. Fleming reported Shady Knoll Road has been blacktopped, the crew is working on shouldering Shady Knoll, and F. Ambright has started moving the sides of the roads.  T. Fleming and T. Mantor will check out a ridge in the blacktop at the Pike Lake Fire Hall parking lot and if it is a trip hazard have American Asphalt correct it.    

FIRE DEPARTMENT REPORT:  W. Felch, Fire Dept. #1 reported on a car accident at the Hwy 13 and 70 intersection, that FFFI has received a $5,000 matching grant for an imaging camera, a DNR grant for a portable pump and leather boots has been filed, he is waiting to hear on the status of his FEMA grant for a new fire truck, and they are getting ready for the July 5th lawnmower races.  T. Mantor, Fire Dept.  #2 reported no activity, the parking lot has been paved, six people are taking the first responder course, the pumper tender with a 750 gallon per minute pump was picked up, and the Pike Lake Chain Firefighters Inc. presented to the town board a check toward the new fire truck in the amount of $70,000 noting that since inception, the group has donated approximately $450,000. 

DISCUSS L. BAARS PROPERTY CLEANUP:  D. Noetzel reported that the Veolia Environmental Services Company will be here on July 14th to begin cleanup of the property.  The board agreed that the company could use the Town of Fifield shop parking lot for their staging area.
DRIVEWAY ACCESS PERMITS:  None
CITIZENS CONCERNS:  Now that the Baars property is being cleaned up, T. Nicholls inquired into when the D. Hackert property eyesore will be addressed.
CORRESPONDENCE:  Correspondence included the Crossroads newsletter, notice of the Price County Unit of the WTA meeting, Northern Environmental Northern Exposures newsletter, D A MacPherson, Inc promotional flyer, Experience Works, Inc. invitation to become a host agency, Price County Zoning notice of public hearing on a revision to Ordinance 4-97 regulating the height of structures and trees in the vicinity of the Price County Airport, and e-mail regarding the new property tax credit called the “first dollar credit”.
