MINUTES OF July 17, 2008

ROLL CALL:  Meeting was brought to order on July 17, 2008 at 6:30 p.m. at the Pike Lake Fire Hall.  Present:  D. Noetzel, J. Wierzba, J. Hintz, S. Putnam and 9 others.

MINUTES:  Motion (Hintz, Wierzba) to accept the minutes of July 3, 2008 as presented.  Motion approved.

TREASURER’S REPORT:  The treasurer’s report and financial statements for June, 2008 were presented to and accepted by the board.  
TOWN CREW REPORT:  T. Fleming reported on and was instructed to have the lip in the blacktop at the Pike Lake Fire Hall smoothed out by American Asphalt, temporary repair work was done to the Squaw Creek culvert, cosmetic damage was done by Veolia to the black top on Ridge Avenue when moving equipment to the Baars property, D. Lapp asked and the board approved that he could clean up a fallen tree at the old ball field, the crew finished the approaches and shouldering of Shady Knoll Road, D. Reppert, Forest Service notified him that they will be replacing the culverts at the slough near Moosejaw the third week of August, and that the crew will start the next phase of the Shady Knoll Road project which is grubbing the next 1.9 miles of the road.   M. Stein asked if the next stretch will be pulverized this year which Fleming said it would with blacktopping to be done next year.  D. Noetzel reported that J. Martinson requested dust control on Simon Road in front of his house.

DISCUSS L. BAARS PROPERTY CLEANUP:  Phase one should be completed today.  Phase two was started with the taking of soil samples for testing.  L. DeRemer suggested a thank you note be sent to Tracy 
Ellis, Health Department Director for her work on the project.  A copy of the Writ of Assistance filed with the Price County Circuit Court was received from Attorney B. Marshall in regard to cleanup of the Baars property.
AUTHORIZE CHAIRMAN TO SIGN CURRENT AND ALL FUTURE TOWN OF FLAMBEAU FIRE PROTECTION AGREEMENTS:  Motion (Wierzba, Hintz) to authorize the Town Chairman to sign the current and all future Town of Flambeau Fire Protection Agreements.  Motion approved. 
DISCUSS DAMAGE TO R. MILLER SR. BOAT:  Motion (Hintz, Wierzba) to pay Robert Miller Sr. $100.00 for damage done to his boat on the condition he signs the release form.  Motion approved.

DRIVEWAY ACCESS PERMITS:  None.  
CITIZENS CONCERNS:  L. DeRemer reported that Sheldon Johnson, NWRPC attended the Comprehensive Planning Committee meeting giving an estimate of $20,000 for a complete plan noting that the cost could be reduced if the committee helps out.  He also stated that they could apply for a grant but the odds are slim that one would be received or received in time as the timeline for finishing the plan is December, 2009.  L. DeRemer was elected Chair and W. Ave’lallemant V. Chair Secretary (amended 8/7/08).  Ave’lallemant asked if the board would sponsor an Aquatic Invasive Species (AIS) grant for their Lakes Association.  The board will discuss this at their next meeting.  M. Stein inquired into the process for opening a road to ATV traffic.
