TOWN OF FIFIELD REGULAR BOARD MEETING

MINUTES OF September 18, 2008

ROLL CALL:  Meeting was brought to order on September 18, 2008 at 6:30 p.m. at the Pike Lake Fire Hall.  Present:  D. Noetzel, J. Wierzba, J. Hintz, S. Putnam and 11 others.

MINUTES:  Motion (Hintz, Wierzba) to accept the minutes of September 4, 2008.  Motion approved.

TREASURER’S REPORT:  The treasurer’s report and financial statements for August, 2008 were presented to and accepted by the board.  
TOWN CREW REPORT: T. Fleming reported that gravel is being crushed at the Newman Springs pit and in regard to Shady Knoll Road, it has been pulverized, there is a little mulching left to do and next week it will be graveled.  Fleming requested and it was approved to continue working four ten hour days for the first two weeks in October.  Fleming presented to the Chairman for signing the “Notice of Termination” for the Storm Water Permit for Forest Road 144 – Phase One.
OPEN BIDS FOR OVERHEAD DOORS:  Motion (Wierzba, Hintz) to accept both bids, R. Duzell’s bid of $227.00 for one 12’ door and opener and T. Radlinger’s bid of $750.00 for the remaining seven doors and one opener.  Motion approved.
DISCUSS CONDITIONAL USE PERMIT FILED BY DURAND COMPANIES:  A petition was presented in opposition to granting a conditional use permit to Durand.  J. Durand and B. Richter presented in detail their plan of operation that includes a new building, fencing the property, operating as an exempt transfer station meaning a maximum of 50 tons per day with all collections to be stored inside of the building, and hours of operation being 8:00am to 5:00 pm, Monday through Friday.  Motion (Wierzba, Noetzel) to support Price County Zoning Committee’s decision on restrictions for Durand’s Conditional Use Permit, after considering local property owner’s concerns and Durand Companies’ proposed plan.  Roll call vote:  J. Hintz – nay J. Wierzba – aye, D. Noetzel – aye.   Motion carried.
COMPREHENSIVE PLANNING COMMITTEE UPDATE:  L. DeRemer reported that the next step is to adopt a Public Participation Plan by December in order to go from a committee to a commission.  
BUDGET REVIEW:  The initial draft of the budget was present and reviewed.
AUTHORIZE CHAIRMAN TO SIGN CURRENT AND ALL FUTURE GAS TAX MAPS FOR WisDOT:  Motion (Hintz, Wierzba) to authorize the Chairman to sign the current and all future gas tax maps (Local Road Certification Packet) for the WisDOT.  Motion approved.

DRIVEWAY ACCESS PERMITS:  None.
CITIZENS CONCERNS:  M. Stein asked if the Round Lake boat landing would be blacktopped.  T. Fleming will talk with D. Reppert of the Forest Service about this.

CORRESPONDENCE:   Correspondence included a solicitation from WI Taxpayers Alliance and the annual Joint Powers Agreement County 9-1-1 Emergency System” agreement which the Chairman signed.
