TOWN OF FIFIELD REGULAR BOARD MEETING

MINUTES OF August 5, 2010

ROLL CALL:  Meeting was brought to order on August 5, 2010 at 6:35 p.m. at the Fifield Town Hall.  Present:  D. Noetzel, J. Hintz, L. DeRemer, S. Putnam and 12 others. 
MINUTES:  Motion (DeRemer, Hintz) to accept the minutes of the July 15, 2010 Special and Regular Board Meetings.  Motion approved.  
DISCUSS AUTHORIZING CHAIRMAN TO SIGN SEIZED/ABANDONED/UNREGISTERED VEHICLE TRANSFER CERTIFICATES – JON WERKMEISTER AND ALL FUTURE REQUEST:  J. Werkmeister reported that he has three vehicles at his auto repair shop that either have been abandoned or given to him by the owners, for which he has no titles.  Instead of taking a mechanic’s lien, he is asking the town to sign them over to him under WI Statutes for abandoned or unregistered vehicles.  Chairman D. Noetzel, having read the WI Statutes 342.40 regarding abandoned vehicles and 341.65 regarding unregistered vehicles, feels that a legal opinion should be sought.  All board members were given copies of WI Statute 342.40 and 341.65 for review.  The matter will be put on next meeting’s agenda.

TOWN CREW REPORT: T. Fleming reported that the DNR, if a letter is sent to the Army Corp of Engineers, will issue a Storm Water Permit for one mile of Shady Knoll where wetlands aren’t an issue so that the town crew can start work on that part of the project, the roof project on the metal storage building is done, and Sailor Creek Bridge is done and should be open on Tuesday after the paving and the work on the approaches and guard rails is done.  In regard to the overweight fine the town received, the clerk was instructed to send a letter to the Price County Circuit Court pleading not guilty.   

FIRE DEPARTMENT REPORT:  William Felch, Fire Dept. #1, reported on a one car accident and one assist to the Park Falls Fire Department, on a quote to repair #243 for approximately $1,300, on work being done under the maintenance agreement to #243, that he is checking on the cost of lettering to add Rescue to the Fire Department name, he will be purchasing two digital radios (required by August 1, 2011) for $3,100 this year, the radios will be invoiced next year, and the old radios will be given to the crew for their use, and on classes that are coming up including a class on the hazards related to hybrid cars.  In T. Mantor’s absence, Fire Dept. #2, D. Noetzel reported that keyless locks were purchased for the doors at the Pike Lake station.   
DISCUSS CRITERIA FOR ASSESSOR CONTRACT:  The board members, after reviewing the current assessor’s contract and the sample contract drafted by the WI Department of Revenue, agreed that the sample contract from the state should be a starting point for the Town.  The clerk will draft a contract based on the DOR sample.  Frank Sevcik and Jeff Labudda presented a list of criteria they would like the board to incorporate into the contract.  Board members will contact the clerk with their ideas for additions and/or changes they would like incorporated into the contract.  The clerk will check into how the town’s equalized value can be challenged by the town and/or the assessor.  
DISCUSS CHANGE OF SATURDAY HOURS AT THE PIKE LAKE TRANSFER SITE:  D. Noetzel reported that D. Brandt, Attendant, surveyed people using the Pike Lake Transfer Site and no one objected to changing the hours of operation to 7:00 to 3:00 on Saturdays.  Motion (DeRemer, Hintz) to change the Saturday hours for the Pike Lake Transfer Site to 7:00 a.m. to 3:00 p.m. starting August 14, 2010.  T. Fleming will have the sign changed to reflect the new Saturday hours.  
DISCUSS LETTING BIDS FOR THE SALE OF 140 INTERNATIONAL TRACTOR:  Motion (DeRemer, Hintz) to let bids for the 140 International Tractor, with a belly mount mower, minimum bid of $1,000, and with bid opening at 6:30 on September 2, 2010.  Motion approved.   The clerk was instructed to run the ad twice in the Park Falls Herald and in the Evergreen Zone 2 shopper.       
DISCUSS NAMING PRIVATE ROAD OFF OF THOROFARE ROAD - PATZOLD:  Motion (Hintz, DeRemer) to name the private road off of Thorofare Road before Pike Lake Club Road as Patzold Lane.  Motion approved.  
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REVIEW AND DISCUSS PLAN COMMISSION’S RESOLUTION RECOMMENDING ADOPTION OF THE TOWN OF FIFIELD COMPREHENSIVE PLAN:  Presented to and accepted by the Town Board was the 

Fifield Plan Commission’s signed Resolution Recommending Adoption of the Town of Fifield Comprehensive Plan.  
ANNOUNCE PUBLIC HEARING ON THE TOWN OF FIFIELD COMPREHENSIVE PLAN SET FOR SEPTEMBER 16, 2010:  The Public Hearing for comment on the proposed Comprehensive Plan is scheduled for 5:30 p.m. on September 16, 2010 at the Pike Lake Fire Hall North Building.  The clerk will publish a class one notice in the Park Falls Herald at least 30 days before the hearing.  
DRIVEWAY ACCESS PERMITS:  None
CITIZENS CONCERNS:  F. Sevcik inquired into when the asphalt at the end of Cy’s Drive would be picked up.  T. Fleming said in about two weeks.  J. Severt, on behalf of the ladies from the St. Francis Church, said that they would like to build a small building at Movrich Park which would be used during the Fifield Picnic to house their fund raising activities.  D. Noetzel instructed him to get together plans for the building and then contact Price County Zoning regarding any necessary permits and/or shore land issues.  The request will be placed on a future agenda.  
CORRESPONDENCE:  D. Noetzel reported on a conversation with Brian Ernst in regard to the fuel tank at his property where he stated that his attorney is preparing a Memorandum of Understanding where neither party is accepting liability or responsibility for the tank.  Both parties will then work together to remove the tank.  D. Noetzel noted that the town can do the digging to remove the tank but a certified tank removal person must be there to supervise the removal.  Correspondence included the Crossroads newsletter, WTA’s notice of upcoming workshops, Winter Road Maintenance workshop which T. Fleming, J. Hintz and L. DeRemer would like to attend, copy of James Goller’s letter to Doug Christianson asking him to install a culvert on his private drive to restore the natural drainage to which Noetzel commented that a 6’ tube has been installed, USDA’s signed copy of the Cooperative Forest Road Agreement, Alliance Construction & Design solicitation, copy of the Federal Energy Regulatory Commission Order Granting Extension of Time to File Revised Supplemental Shoreline Buffer Zone Management Plans for Flambeau Hydro LLC, copy of Oneida County Comprehensive Plan for public review, e-mail noticing the acceptance of entries for the 2010 WI Good Government Awards due by September 3, 2010, Ruder Ware’s Perspective newsletter, WI Dept. of Commerce’s notice for conditional approval of the building plans for the Griesel vehicle repair garage to be located at N1411 Flambeau Ave., and WisLine Teleconference Series schedule for 2010-2011.
