
Fifield Sanitary District Commission Meeting Minutes of Wednesday, August 11, 2010
Present: B Felch, D Pritzl, D Dunakin, D Ocker, C Kawleski, and 2 members of the public:  Mike Voss, PE, from MSA and Tom Nicholls.
The meeting was called to order at 6 pm on Wednesday, August 11 at the Fifield Town Hall.  The agenda for the meeting was posted in 3 locations at least 24 hours prior to the meeting.

Minutes:  The minutes of the May 12 regular meeting were presented, and a motion was made to approve the minutes as presented (Pritzl/Dunakin).  Motion approved.  The minutes of the June 16 special meeting were presented, and a motion was made to approve the minutes as presented (Pritzl/Dunakin).  Motion approved.  
Operator's Report:  Annual water tests have been performed, and all results are within normal limits.  One of the pump house meters has been sent in for calibration.  When that one comes back, the other one will be sent in.  The water tower has been inspected and cleaned.  Mike Trombly from Utility Services submitted a written report, including pictures of the condition of the paint, etc.  He would like to attend a meeting to present the information to the Board.  The date of September 15 was discussed and approved.
Financial Report:  As of 5/28/10, the balance in the general checking account was $183,759.35.  The balance of the CD accounts remains $217,647.68.  Motion was made to accept the financial report for May as presented (Pritzl/Dunakin).  Motion approved.  As of 6/30/10, the balance in the general checking account was $178,953.05.  The balance of the CD accounts remains $217,647.68.  Motion was made to accept the financial report for June as presented (Pritzl/Dunakin).  Motion approved.  As of 7/30/10, the balance in the general checking account was $176,022.90.  The balance of the CD accounts remains $217,647.68.  Motion was made to accept the financial report for July as presented (Pritzl/Dunakin).  Motion approved.  One CD is due to renew on 8/15/10.
Sewer Extension Project Update, Including Representative from MSA:  Michael Voss, PE, from MSA was in attendance to discuss the district’s options in proceeding with the sewer extension project.  
The DNR’s Clean Water Fund priority ranking score was discussed.  Due to the low score, grant money is not available through this fund.  In addition, the district did not meet the criteria to be considered for the DNR’s Hardship Financial Assistance Program.  Based on the high cost of continuing with the DNR’s application process, it was decided not to proceed further with this.  Instead, Rural Development’s pre-application process will be pursued.  The Clerk will submit what she has completed so far to MSA for their review and assistance.
Results of DNR Wastewater Inspection:  Results were received, and the DNR’s recommendations were discussed.  A plan of correction had been submitted by Kawleski on July 16 to comply with the DNR’s timetable.  Recommendations included buying a dehumidifier for the pump house and updating testing logs to the present.  The Board will monitor the timetable to make sure all items are corrected as per the DNR’s instructions.
Annual Audit Results:  Annual audit results were discussed.  Darlene Dunakin volunteered to take over reviewing the district’s monthly financials as was previously done by K Balzar when she was a Board member.  According to Lisa from Wipfli, it is appropriate to compensate Dunakin for the additional work over and above her Board duties.
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Status of SAFE Water Test Results:  There is one outstanding test result to be received.  Ocker was instructed to assist this customer with collecting the water sample.
Billing Software Price Quote: The quote was reviewed, and the Board gave the okay to consider upgrading at this time.
Correspondence:  E-newsletters from WRWA were distributed.
Other Business:  In order to cover at her other job, the Clerk’s office will be closed on 9/1/10 and 9/8/10.  A request was made by a local business owner to take over the phone number the district uses for its auto dial out system.  This request will be placed on the next agenda.
Invoices: Previous invoices were reviewed as checks were processed, and check 4005 was signed on May 12; checks 4006 through 4028 were signed in June; checks 4029 through 4048 were signed in July.  Invoices were reviewed, and checks 4049 through 4067 were signed.  Check 4068 and 4069 processed after the meeting date to ensure timely payment of invoices.

Next Meeting:  In order to coordinate with Mike Trombly’s schedule, the next regular meeting will be held on Wednesday, September 15, 2010 at 6 pm at the Fifield Town Hall.
