TOWN OF FIFIELD REGULAR BOARD MEETING

MINUTES OF September 2, 2010

ROLL CALL:  Meeting was brought to order on September 2, 2010 at 6:35 p.m. at the Fifield Town Hall.  Present:  D. Noetzel, J. Hintz, L. DeRemer, S. Putnam and 7 others. 
MINUTES:  Motion (DeRemer, Hintz) to accept the minutes of the August 19, 2010 Regular Board Meeting.  Motion approved.  
BID OPENING – 140 INTERNATIONAL TRACTOR:  Four bids were received and opened as follows:  Don DeLasky $1,825.50, Dan Koslowski - $2,211.00, Larry Palecek - $2,526.27, and Charles Gustafson - $1,499.99.  Motion (Hintz, DeRemer) to accept Larry Palecek’s bid of $2,526.27.  Motion approved.  
DISCUSS ABANDONED VEHICLE ORDINANCE:  The clerk reported on her discussion with the Price County Sheriff’s Department regarding their procedure for abandoned vehicles, WI DOT Form MV2881 and MV2896 for use by mechanics to secure titles in order to sell or junk abandoned vehicles, and her discussion with Atty. B. Marshall noting that the cost of developing a town abandoned vehicle ordinance would be between $500 - $1,000.  The clerk was instructed by the board to write J. Werkmeister telling him that the board does not wish to pursue a town ordinance on abandoned vehicles at this time and to make him aware of the Form MV2881 which would allow him a recourse to get rid of the three vehicles that his customers have left at his auto repair business.    

TOWN CREW REPORT: T. Fleming reported on the work being done on Shady Knoll Road including the reshaping of ditches and reported that the crew helped the Sanitary District hook up water and sewer at the new Chrysler North building location.  The Sanitary District will reimburse the town for time and equipment usage.  Chairman Noetzel reported that he called B. Sande, Army Corp of Engineers regarding the wetland issue but he was not in.  Noetzel gave Fleming the Local Road Certification Packet he received for review.  
FIRE DEPARTMENT REPORT:  William Felch, Fire Dept. #1, reported on maintenance work being done on #240, three new firemen will be starting their training classes, and the board approved the paying for out of Fire #1 ‘s budget the fireworks at the Fifield Picnic.  Terry Mantor, Fire Dept. #2 reported that activity was quiet, they are getting ready for the Pike Lake Fun Day, and four people will be starting Firefighter One classes at the end of October.    
DISCUSS AND SIGN MUTUAL AID AGREEMENT BETWEEN PIKE LAKE FIRE AND PRICE COUNTY SHERIFF’S DEPTS.:  Motion (DeRemer, Hintz) to authorize the Chairman to sign the Mutual Aid Agreement between Pike Lake Fire Department and the Price County Sheriff’s Department.  Motion approved.
DISCUSS APPLICATION FOR TITLE II OF THE SECURE RURAL SCHOOLS AND COMMUNITY SELF-DETERMINATION ACTION OF 2000:  D. Noetzel reported that he and T. Fleming attended a meeting with the Forest Service and the Town of Eisenstein and that Noetzel will be completing the application for funds to resurface the remainder of Shady Knoll Road, approximately 5 miles, that lies in the Town of Fifield and the Town of Eisenstein.  
DISCUSS ASSESSOR CONTRACT:  The contract was reviewed, changes were discussed and the clerk was instructed to incorporate the changes into the contract.  She will mail the updated contract to board members for their final review.  If all board members agree with the final draft, she will solicit quotes from the assessors that are servicing the other towns in Price County and also place an ad for an assessor in the Wisconsin Town’s Association newsletter.      
DISCUSS GAS CARD OPTIONS:  The clerk reported on fleet cards available through Cenex and Fleet One.  She prefers the Cenex card as they give discounts based on how many gallons of fuel are purchased.  The clerk was instructed to get the Cenex cards restricting them for fuel purchases only.  
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DISCUSS NOT GUILTY PLEA TO OVERWEIGHT CITATION:  A not guilty plea was entered on August 24, 2010.  D. Noetzel was invited by and will schedule a date to discuss the plea with the DA.    
DRIVEWAY ACCESS PERMITS:  None
CITIZENS CONCERNS:  None
CORRESPONDENCE:  Correspondence included the WI DOT invitation to attend a seminar regarding acquisition of right of way for transportation improvement projects, copy of DNR letter to Joe Durand reporting compliance with the solid waste transfer facility requirements per their inspection done on August 12, 2010, copy of DNR letter to Russell Severt in response to his complaint against Durand Companies along with a copy of the complaint investigation report, copies of WI DOC letters to various contractors for the Gregg and Gary Griesel Chrysler North facility giving conditional approval, USDA Rural Development materials promoting their programs, Alpha Terra Science solicitation for Site Assessment Grant writing services, Chequamegon School District request to be put on the next two meeting agendas to discuss refinancing the school district’s unfunded liability, and e-mails from Atty. General J. B. Van Hollen containing an invitation to attend Department of Justice Seminars on Public Records and Open Meetings.  The clerk reported on a phone call regarding interest in purchasing one or possibly more of the Old Fifield School lots.
