
Fifield Sanitary District Commission Meeting Minutes of Wednesday, September 15, 2010
Present: B Felch, D Pritzl, D Dunakin, D Ocker, C Kawleski, and 2 members of the public:  Mike Tombly of Utility Services and D. Setterman.
The meeting was called to order at 6 pm on Wednesday, September 15 at the Fifield Town Hall.  The agenda for the meeting was posted in 3 locations at least 24 hours prior to the meeting.

Minutes:  The minutes of the August 11 regular meeting and August 25 special meeting were presented, and a motion was made to approve both sets of minutes as presented (Dunakin/Pritzl).  Motion approved.  
Operator's Report:  Both pump house meters have been calibrated.  The Wheel Way service has been installed.  Flushing of hydrants and mains is scheduled for October 1.  Meters will be read the weekend of October 9.  A check valve was found to be leaking in the lift station.  The valve was cleaned and is back in working order.

Financial Report:  As of 8/31/10, the balance in the general checking account was $181,102.98.  The balance of the CD accounts remains $217,647.68.  Motion was made to accept the financial report for August as presented (Pritzl/Dunakin).  Motion approved.  The CD that renewed on 8/15/10 was set to renew at a rate of 1.85%, but the First National Bank increased the rate to 2.0%.
Results of Water Tower Inspection, Including Slide Presentation:  Mike Trombly of Utility Services was in attendance to report the condition of the water tower to the Board.  Upon drain down inspection, the tower was found to be structurally sound with no sanitation issues.  He utilized slides to show the condition of the interior and exterior coatings, as well as recommended upgrades to the screens and safety climbing ladder.  Part of the slide show presentation included a maintenance cost schedule and contract. In addition, he presented information regarding a possible revenue opportunity.  Many sanitary districts contract the use of their water towers for cell phone and other types of communication antennas.  The Board requested hard copy cost and contract information to review at the next meeting.
Sewer Extension Project Update, Including Representative from MSA:  Tabled.
Status of SAFE Water Test Results:  The outstanding test result came back unsafe; however, the consensus was that the water may not have been run long enough at the sampling site.  Ocker was instructed to assist this customer with re-sampling after running the well for a couple of days.
Billing Software Update:  The software has been installed, and the data conversion is in process.
Request by Business Owner to Take Over District’s Dial Out Number:   The phone number for 
D. Setterman’s business is very similar to the district’s dial out number for the water tower, except that his starts with 744 prefix and the district’s is a 762 prefix.  He feels the volume of calls he is getting is reduced because of the less-recognized 744 prefix.  He requested that the district give up that number to him so he can link it to his sand and gravel business.  The Board gave the okay for Kawleski to relinquish the number and obtain a new one from Centurylink.
