TOWN OF FIFIELD REGULAR BOARD MEETING

MINUTES of October 7, 2010
ROLL CALL:  Meeting was brought to order on October 7, 2010 at 6:30 p.m. at the Fifield Town Hall.  Present:  D. Noetzel, L. DeRemer, S. Putnam and 9 others.  Absent:  J. Hintz 
MINUTES:  Motion (DeRemer, Noetzel) to accept the minutes of the September 16, 2010 Town Board Regular Meeting.  Motion approved.  
CHEQUAMEGON SCHOOL DISTRICT PRESENTATION ON REFINANCING THE SCHOOL DISTRICT’S UNFUNDED LIABILITY:  Representatives from the Chequamegon School District again presented information on where the unfunded liability of $1.9 million came from and what plans are in place to pay it off. The proposed tax levy to fund the debt will be $.30 for every $1,000 of property value for two years, saving the district 1 million dollars in interest over the length of the loan.  
P F AREA COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT CORPORATION ANNUAL REPORT PRESENTATION – REQUEST FOR CONTRIBUTION:  B. Michels, Assistant Administrator presented the PFACDC annual report and made a request of the board to consider making a contribution to the PFACDC next year. 

TOWN CREW REPORT: T. Fleming reported that the crew has finished seeding and mulching of one mile of shaped ditches, and patching of the culvert cuts on Shady Knoll Road.  The Forest Service will be crushing gravel for the road but the town will have to haul it.  There was a problem with water in the on-road diesel purchased at the Fifield Station, their insurance company has reimbursed the town for the cost of repair and the station will credit the town for the cost of the fuel but Fleming would like to buy the on-road diesel at Park Falls until next spring to avoid any possible damages during the winter if this would happen again.  The Forest Service is repairing the wash out on Gates Lake and replacing the culvert with a larger one, Fleming expressed concern that the large culvert may allow too much water to flow down to the Hicks Landing Road culvert where it could cause problems.  He is trying to contact Fahrner as they have not finished crack sealing and it may be getting too late.  D. Noetzel asked Fleming to check out the gravel on the north side of the Pike Lake Fire Hall as it is holding water and check to see if it could be drained to the south.

FIRE DEPARTMENT REPORT:  W. Felch, Fire Dept. #1 reported that activity was quiet with a couple of med calls, NTC held training at the fire hall with about 50 firemen from Ogema to Mellen attending, and the two fire associations will reimburse Fire Dept. #1 for the cost of training.  T. Mantor, Fire Dept. #2 was absent.  He had left with the clerk the estimate from Joe Schmidt for new lights at the fire hall which came to $700.   
AMEND OFFICIAL ATV MAP – FIGI ROAD AND SHADY KNOLL ROAD FROM FIGI ROAD TO ATV TRAIL:  Motion (DeRemer, Noetzel) to amend the Official Town ATV Map to include Shady Knoll Road from Figi Road south to the ATV trail, approximately ½ mile and the town’s portion of Figi Road.  Roll call vote:  DeRemer – aye,  Noetzel – aye.  Motion approved.   The road is to be signed as “Local Access Only” and “No Out”.    
2011 BUDGET REVIEW:  The board began the budget process, reviewing income and expenses and setting preliminary figures for 2011.
DRIVEWAY ACCESS PERMITS:  None.  
CITIZENS CONCERNS:  None
CORRESPONDENCE:  Correspondence included Fahrner solicitation, Waste Management contract and Price County 911 Joint Agreement both of which the Chairman signed, copy of Price County Health Dept. letter to D. Knudson informing him that their inspection of his property showed no visible indication that any illegal dumping was occurring on his property as was alleged, Ruder Ware invitations to attend a Local Government Law Seminar and an Annual Labor Law Conference, UW “Effectively Managing Technical Teams” registration material, Cenex notice of increase in rebate rates for fuel purchases using the Cenex Fleet card, and Fred Pryor Seminar flyer for their Sales & Use Tax 2011 Workshop.
