TOWN OF FIFIELD REGULAR BOARD MEETING

MINUTES of October 21, 2010
ROLL CALL:  Meeting was brought to order on October 21, 2010 at 6:30 p.m. at the Pike Lake Fire Hall.  Present:  D. Noetzel, J. Hintz, L. DeRemer. Putnam and 5 others. 
MINUTES:  Motion (DeRemer, Noetzel) to accept the minutes of the October 7, 2010 Town Board Regular Meeting.  Motion approved.  
TREASURER’S REPORT:  The clerk presented and the board accepted the treasurer’s report for Sept. 2010.  

TOWN CREW REPORT: T. Fleming reported that Fahrner has finished crack sealing.  The crew filled the salt shed using 275 yards of sand.  Gates Lake Road is now opened as the Forest Service has finished installing the new culvert.  The crew pulled buoys on the Pike Lake Chain of Lakes and closed Movrich Park for the year.  Fleming also reported that the town’s new tractor should be going to South Dakota tomorrow for installation of the mower unit.     D. Noetzel reported that B. Sande of the Army Corp of Engineers will reconsider the wetland permit for Shady Knoll Road.  The Title II application has been submitted for blacktopping of Shady Knoll Rd.  D. Reppert and S. Yoshikane both said the application looks good, but were wondering if receiving less than 100% of the requested amount would kill the project.  
DISCUSS ASSESSOR QUOTES:  Eight proposals were received and briefly reviewed.  The clerk was instructed to set up one hour interviews with all eight companies, scheduling four on November 8th and four on November 9th.  The board will make their selection at the regular board meeting on November 18, 2010.   
DISCUSS UPCOMING REQUIREMENT FOR INSPECTIONS OF COMMERCIAL ELECTRICAL WORK IN WISCONSIN:  The town’s current UDC inspection R. Clem is current getting certified to perform the inspections of commercial electrical work that will be required after the first of the year.  Clem will address this issue with the board in December.  The survey from the Department of Commerce was completed indicating that currently commercial electrical inspections are not done, the board is considering adopting Comm 16, WI Electrical Code, and the town may assume responsibility for commercial electrical inspections.  
DISCUSS ROUGEAU REQUEST FOR OPINION ON REZONING PROPERTY ON DIVINE RAPIDS ROAD:  D. Noetzel reported on an e-mail received from D. Rougeau asking the board to give an opinion before they go forth with the rezoning process, on their building of a resort with cabins, restaurant, bar and canoe-kayak-tube rentals on Divine Rapids Rd.  No action was taken as the board would need more information.  Noetzel had asked her to talk with the neighbors, and if they approved of the project, to bring in drawings/plans for the board to look at.  
2011 BUDGET REVIEW AND SCHEDULING OF PUBLIC HEARING AND TOWN MEETING FOR THE 2011 BUDGET:  The 2011 Budget was reviewed and finalized.  The Public Hearing on the 2011 Budget was set for 6:00 on Thursday, November 18, 2010 at the Fifield Town Hall with the Town Budget Meeting to follow.  
DRIVEWAY ACCESS PERMITS: Motion (Hintz, DeRemer) to approve the driveway access permit for Joe Knox.  Motion approved. 
CITIZENS CONCERNS:  In regard to the Town Comprehensive Plan Commission, D. Noetzel is waiting for a response from Atty. B. Marshall in regard to the letters received from T. Kiesgen, N. Sevcik, and P. Griepentrog.

CORRESPONDENCE:  Correspondence included the Price County Unit of WTA announcement of October 21, 2010 meeting at the Town of Lake Town Hall, e-mail from the members of the Special Committee on Single-Use Plastics listing policy options for consideration on single-use plastics, notice of WisLine Teleconference Series on Local Land Use Planning and Zoning, Transperfect solicitation for transcription services, R. Decker letter requesting support in the upcoming election, and U S Census Bureau plaque to the Town of Fifield in recognition of support and participation in the 2010 Census.
