
Fifield Sanitary District Commission Meeting Minutes of Wednesday, October 13, 2010
Present: B Felch, D Pritzl, D Dunakin, D Ocker, C Kawleski, and no public.

The meeting was called to order at 6 pm on Wednesday, October 13 at the Fifield Town Hall.  The agenda for the meeting was posted in 3 locations at least 24 hours prior to the meeting.

Minutes:  The minutes of the September 15 regular meeting were presented, and a motion was made to approve the minutes as presented (Pritzl/Dunakin).  Motion approved.  
Operator's Report:  Ocker reported that approximately a week ago a leak was detected on the corner of Hwy 70 and Old 13 at the Balsam Street Bridge.   Valve bolts had rusted and broken loose.  Repairs were made the following day, including replacement of the valve.  Hydrants were flushed on October 1.  Discharging of the lagoon into the seepage cell began on October 4 and will take about another week.  Meters were read last weekend.  Ocker and Fleming will be attending a training seminar in Butternut on Friday.
Financial Report:  As of 9/30/10, the balance in the general checking account was $186,347.79.  The balance of the CD accounts remains $217,647.68.  Motion was made to accept the financial report for September as presented (Pritzl/Dunakin).  Motion approved.  Beginning next month Commissioner Dunakin will begin reviewing all monthly financial activity as recommended by Wipfli as a cross-check procedure.  Additional stipend was discussed for this, along with expanded duties for each Board member and increase in wages for those duties.
Baars:  Repair Invoice from Wollerman’s Inc:  After discussing the circumstances of the repair work, motion was made to approve payment of the invoice (Dunakin/Pritzl).  Motion approved.  
Results of Water Tower Inspection, Including Slide Presentation:  Hard copy was submitted by Mike Trombly of Utility Services including maintenance costs, the accompanying contract, and potential revenue from utilizing the water tower for telemetry antennas.  After initial review, the Board instructed Kawleski to obtain quotes from two other companies for performing the same type of maintenance work, specifically painting of the water tower.  No contracts were signed.
Sewer Extension Project Update, Including Representative from MSA:  Tabled.
Status of SAFE Water Test Results:  The outstanding test result came back SAFE.
Billing Software Update:  The primary data has been converted.  Rate information, account changes for the quarter, beginning meter readings, etc. need to be entered prior to completing 3rd quarter bills.
Tax Roll:   It is anticipated that a tax levy of $15,000.00; public fire protection of $18,291.00; and delinquent utility of approximately $1,143.04 will be placed on the tax roll.  Special assessment amounts from Wipfli are pending.
Budget:  Draft budget was received from Wipfli and reviewed.  At present the Board had no changes.  A special meeting to approve the 2011 budget will be held on November 10 at 5:45 pm.
April Election for Board Position Held By William Felch:  Notice of the upcoming election will be published in the Park Falls Herald at the end of November. 
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Correspondence:  E-newsletters from WRWA were distributed.
Other Business:  No other business discussed.
Invoices: Invoices were reviewed, and checks 4099 through 4117 were signed.  Checks 4095 and 4096 were signed on 9/20 relating to training expense incurred around that date.  Check 4097 was also signed on 9/20/10 to ensure timely processing of an invoice.  Check 4098 was signed on 10/6/10 to receive and early pay discount.
Next Meeting:  The next regular meeting will be held on Wednesday, November 10, 2010 at 6 pm at the Fifield Town Hall.
Adjournment:  Motion was made to adjourn at 7:15 pm (Pritzl/Dunakin).  Motion approved.
