TOWN OF FIFIELD REGULAR BOARD MEETING

MINUTES of November 18, 2010
ROLL CALL:  Meeting was brought to order on November 18, 2010 at 6:30 p.m. at the Fifield Town Hall.  Present:  D. Noetzel, J. Hintz, L. DeRemer, S. Putnam and 16 others. 
MINUTES:  Motion (Hintz, DeRemer) to accept the minutes of the November 4, 2010 Regular and November 8th and 9th, 2010 Special Board Meetings.  Motion approved.  
TREASURER’S REPORT:  The treasurer presented and the board accepted the treasurer’s report for Oct., 2010.  

TOWN CREW REPORT: T. Fleming reported that the problem with the one-ton truck was an electrical one and was not fuel related.  The cost of repair will be approximately $600.  The Army Corp of Engineers has sent approval for the Shady Knoll Road project that does not require wetland mitigation.  They are considering the project as a stand-alone project.  S. Summer of the Forest Service told Chairman Noetzel that nothing will be done this year to mitigate wetlands on Clover Creek Road.  It may be possible that the town could bank any wetland mitigation done now for future use.  Two more permits are needed from the DNR for the Shady Knoll Road project which Fleming should have by the end of the year.  Martinovich has scalped the pit to make it ready for crushing next year.  The crew put up the Christmas decorations.
AWARD ASSESSOR CONTRACT:  Motion (DeRemer, Hintz) to hire Associated Appraisal Consultants, Inc. as the town’s assessor contingent upon the successful negotiation of a 3 year contract.  Roll call:  DeRemer – aye, Hintz – aye, Noetzel – aye.  Motion approved. 
ADOPT 2011 BUDGET:  Motion (DeRemer, Hintz) to adopt the 2011 Town Budget, with a town tax levy of $228,701, fire department #1 levy of $94,641, and fire department #2 levy of $71,941, as approved by the Special Town Meeting.  Roll call vote:  DeRemer – aye, Hintz – aye, Noetzel – aye.  Motion approved.

DISCUSS QUOTES FOR UNDERGROUND STORAGE TANK REMOVAL AT W7179 BALSAM ST.:  Motion (Hintz, DeRemer) to contract with ENV Property Solutions to provide tank closure assessment services at the price of $1,400, if R. Ernst agrees.  Motion approved. 
DISCUSS PROCESS TO ADOPT COMPREHENSIVE PLAN:  Chairman Noetzel read the letter of opinion from Atty. B. Marshall regarding options for proceeding.  The board agreed to hold a joint meeting with the Plan Commission to discuss those options.  The meeting was scheduled for December 7, 2010 at 9:30 a.m. at the Fifield Town Hall.  
DRIVEWAY ACCESS PERMITS: None 
CITIZENS CONCERNS:  N. Sevcik, in regard to the tank removal at W7179 Balsam St., questioned why the certified tank removal services are included with the closure assessment services quote and not a separate quote. The board responded that both quotes where structured that way.   R. Severt inquired as to where the tank would be disposed of and the board responded that they don’t know the final destination.  T. Nicholls asked as to the status of the former Baars property clean-up and was told that Price County, the current owner, is looking into a SAG grant to complete the cleanup.  
CORRESPONDENCE:  Chairman Noetzel reported on his conversation with Nicolet Technical College regarding the extra charge for training and they have agreed to drop the charge of $219 for additional students.  Correspondence included Zoll promotional material for their AutoPulse non-invasive cardiac support pump, Fabco flyer, Advanced Engineering Concepts letter of solicitation, and a thank you for the town’s donation of $2,000 to the Park Falls Community Pool Fundraiser.   

Review Invoices:  Invoices were reviewed.  Motion (DeRemer, Hintz) to accept invoices for payment.  Motion approved.
