TOWN OF FIFIELD REGULAR BOARD MEETING

MINUTES OF October 16, 2008

ROLL CALL:  Meeting was brought to order on October 16, 2008 at 6:30 p.m. at the Pike Lake Fire Hall.  Present:  D. Noetzel, J. Wierzba, J. Hintz, S. Putnam and 10 others.

MINUTES:  Motion (Hintz, Wierzba) to accept the minutes of October 2, 2008.  Motion approved.

TREASURER’S REPORT:  The treasurer’s report and financial statements for September, 2008 were presented to and accepted by the board.  
TOWN CREW REPORT: T. Fleming reported that the work on Moose Jaw’s drive is complete, Movrich Park has been closed for the year, buoys have been pulled from Round Lake, and the Forest Service put the dock back in at the Round Lake Boat Landing.
APPROVE ORIGINAL ALCOHOL BEVERAGE LICENSE FOR BROWN BAG LIQUORS – KEESEN & SZURGOT:  Motion (Wierzba, Hintz) to approve the Original Alcohol Beverage License for a Class A Combination Beer and Liquor License to Margaret A. Keesen and Cheryl A. Szurgot, d/b/a Brown Bag Liquor at N14042 Flambeau Ave.  Motion approved.
DISCUSS PUBLIC PARTICIPATION PLAN – COMPREHENSIVE PLANNING: Motion (Wierzba, Hintz) to approve the Town of Fifield Comprehensive Plan – Public Participation Plan.  Motion approved.
DISCUSS FIFIELD AREA DEVELOPMENT ASSOCIATION BANK ACCOUNT:  Motion (Wierzba, Hintz) to transfer the funds ($232.99 before bank charges are reversed) from the Town of Fifield Development account to the Friends of the Fifield Firefighters, Inc. account with First National.  Motion approved.  
DISCUSS ZONING AD-HOC COMMITTEE’S RECOMMENDATIONS FOR DURAND CONTITIONAL USE PERMIT:  D. Noetzel reported on the recommendations of the Ad-Hoc Committee regarding Durand’s conditional use permit.  The Price County Zoning committee will meet on October 21st to make a decision.
COMPREHENSIVE PLANNING COMMITTEE UPDATE:  W. Ave’Lallemant reported on the committee’s progress noting that they have started on land use definitions.  
BUDGET REVIEW:  Motion (Hintz, Wierzba) to make available for inspection 15 days prior to the Budget Hearing the revised budget and to schedule the Public Hearing to review the budget for November 6, 2008 at 6:00 p.m. with the Special Town Meeting to approve the budget immediately following.  Motion approved.  
DRIVEWAY ACCESS PERMITS:  Motion (Wierzba, Hintz) to approve Driveway Access Permits for Michael T. Krause and Barb Richter.   Motion approved.
CITIZENS CONCERNS:  W. Ave’Lallemant expressed concern about the timing of the Forest Service pulling the Round Lake dock.  The Forest Service has assured that the early pulling of the dock this year was an exception.  T. Nicholls announced a tentative FCAP meeting for Dec. 2nd at 7:00 p.m. at the Fifield Fire Hall.

CORRESPONDENCE:   D. Noetzel reported that L. Dragovich has received the maximum sentence (suspended) and probation with a minimum of 10 months in the county jail with Huber privileges and ordered to pay restitution to the insurance company.  A decision on reimbursing the town for 4 years of auditor’s cost has not yet been made.  Noetzel reported on a call from R. Severt requesting Noetzel agenda discussion of Durand’s dumping in the town’s gravel pit and closing Shady Knoll Road to ATV traffic.  Severt later withdrew his request.  Correspondence included a solicitation from Fahrner, notice of Price County Unit WTA meeting, Monroe Truck “Salt Slurry News Release”, WI Department of Commerce letter regarding a model UDC adoption ordinance, and a copy of WisDOT letter to Zoning regarding the Haase property driveway permits.
