TOWN OF FIFIELD REGULAR BOARD MEETING

MINUTES OF October 2, 2008
ROLL CALL:  Meeting brought to order on October 2, 2008 at 6:30 p.m. at the Fifield Town Hall.  Present:  D. Noetzel, J. Wierzba, J. Hintz, S. Putnam and 17 others.

MINUTES:  Motion (Wierzba, Hintz) to accept the minutes of September 18, 2008.  Motion approved.

TOWN CREW REPORT:  T. Fleming reported on gravel work done on Shady Knoll Road and the boat landing road noting that Forest Service trucks helped with hauling some of the gravel.  He also reported that work on Moose Jaw Resort’s drive will begin next week.  Fleming asked, on behalf of the Moose Jaw Resort owners, that the town include in its blacktopping bid their drive and they would reimburse the town its cost.  The board agreed to do this.   
FIRE DEPARTMENT REPORT:  W. Felch, Fire Dept. #1 reported on a car accident, motorcycle accident, and two assisted fire calls, his $12,000 DNR grant has been approved where the DNR matches $6,000 and FFFI possibly will donate the balance, he is getting prices for equipment to become a light rescue, and he has picked up a couple of new firemen.  In T. Mantor’s absence no Fire Dept. #2 report was given. 
ADOPT PUBLIC PARTICIPATION PLAN – COMPREHENSIVE PLANNING:  Presented were a Public Participation Plan and a Town Plan Commission Sample Ordinance.  The board will review and then consider at a later meeting. 
DISCUSS CONDITIONAL USE PERMIT FOR DURAND COMPANIES:    Several property owners expressed their concerns with issuing a conditional use permit to Durand Companies to operate a recycling center in the Town of Fifield.  T. Nicholls presented a list of questions that he felt need to be answered before an informed decision can be made by Price County Zoning.  The board suggested that all those concerned either attend Price County Zoning’s hearing next week or otherwise make their concerns known to the committee’s members.
BUDGET REVIEW:  A special meeting will be held at 4:00 p.m. on October 16, 2008 to further review the budget.
DRIVEWAY ACCESS PERMITS:  None
CITIZENS CONCERNS:  W. Felch reported that the American Legion will continue to hold their meetings at the Fifield Fire Hall.
