ROLL CALL:  Meeting was brought to order on December 2, 2010 at 6:30 p.m. at the Fifield Town Hall.  Present:  D. Noetzel, J. Hintz, L. DeRemer, S. Putnam and 7 others.  
MINUTES:  Motion (DeRemer, Hintz) to accept the minutes of the November 18, 2010 Town Board Regular Meeting.  Motion approved.  
TOWN CREW REPORT:  T. Fleming reported that the NH Tractor and mower should be delivered next week.  A problem with the front mower not going beyond the front tire can be fixed by remounting the gear box which would cost under $1,000 or driving hydraulically which would cost more.  B. Scullin did the front end worked needed on the one-ton truck.  The crew has been sanding and cleaning up downed trees from summer storms.   

FIRE DEPARTMENT REPORT:  W. Felch, Fire Dept. #1 reported on a call to the Town of Flambeau, otherwise activity was quiet.  T. Mantor, Fire Dept. #2 reported on a couple of med calls, otherwise activity was quiet.  The tanker had an electrical issue.  Work is being done on the Freightliner which is blowing fuses and is still under warranty.  Mantor presented a check from the Pike Lake Chain Firefighters, Inc. for $10,000 toward the purchase of the used van.  
DISCUSS ASSOCIATED APPRAISAL CONSULTANTS, INC. CONTRACT:  The board reviewed and made changes to the contract.  The clerk will send the revised contract to Associated Appraisal for their review.
