
Fifield Sanitary District Commission Meeting Minutes of Wednesday, December 8, 2010

Present: B Felch, D Pritzl, D Dunakin, D Ocker, C Kawleski, and no public.

The meeting was called to order at 6 pm on Wednesday, December 8 at the Fifield Town Hall.  The agenda for the meeting was posted in 3 locations at least 24 hours prior to the meeting.

Minutes:  The minutes of the November 10 special budget meeting were presented, and a motion was made to approve the minutes as presented (Pritzl/Dunakin).  Motion approved. The minutes of the November 10 regular meeting were presented, and a motion was made to approve the minutes as presented (Pritzl/Dunakin).  Motion approved.  

Operator's Report:  Deteriorated bolts on one of the valves resulted in the recent water main break.  Ocker spoke with Stan Charron from MSA to find out if the installer of the water system has a repair kit or other option in the event that other valve bolts deteriorate and break.  

Financial Report:  As of 11/30/10, the balance in the checking account was $184,686.56.  The balance of the CD accounts remains $220,548.28. First National Bank notified the district that the interest rate for the general checking account will decrease to 1.25% as of January 1, 2011.   Motion was made to accept the financial report for December as presented (Pritzl/Dunakin). Motion approved.  

Review Water Tower Maintenance Price Quotes:  Mike Trombly from Utility Services submitted a spec sheet that breaks out the cost of painting the water tower from the proposed long-term maintenance contract.  This spec sheet was forwarded to two other companies who expressed interest in submitting a quote to perform the painting.  An Iowa-based company, who was not actually contacted as part of this bidding process, did submit a bid by mail.  This will be added to the bid information.  

Sewer Extension Project Update:  In a phone conversation held today with Stan Charron of MSA, he stated they are checking into additional funding options and applications at this time.  There is no further information to report.

Final Tax Roll Figures:  The following items were placed on the tax roll:  Tax levy of $15,000.00; public fire protection of $18,291.00; delinquent utility of $898.79; and special assessments of $7,478.66.

Upcoming Audit Process:  The engagement letter from Wipfli outlining the terms of the audit, as well as the anticipated cost, has not been received yet.

Correspondence:  E-newsletters from WRWA were distributed.

Other Business:  A change in the Clerk's schedule for December will result in the office being closed on 12/15 instead of 12/29 and open on 12/29 instead of being closed.  The final payroll for the year will be processed on December 29; the board will need to sign those checks and any invoice payments received after the date of this meeting that are due before the next meeting.
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Invoice for Clerk's Computer:  After reviewing the total cost of the computer being used at the Clerk's home, as well as the sanitary district projects she can work on at home, it was agreed to contribute $125.00 towards the total cost of $600.00.

Invoices: Invoices were reviewed; checks 4142-4159 were signed. .

Next Meeting:  The next regular meeting will be held on Wednesday, January 12, 2011 at 6 pm at the Fifield Town Hall.

Adjournment:  Motion was made to adjourn at 6:45 pm (Pritzl/Dunakin).  Motion approved.
