
Fifield Sanitary District Commission Meeting Minutes of Wednesday, November 10, 2010

Present: B Felch, D Pritzl, D Dunakin, D Ocker, C Kawleski, and no public.

The meeting was called to order at 6 pm on Wednesday, November 10 at the Fifield Town Hall.  The agenda for the meeting was posted in 3 locations at least 24 hours prior to the meeting.

Minutes:  The minutes of the October 13 regular meeting were presented, and a motion was made to approve the minutes as presented (Pritzl/Dunakin).  Motion approved.  

Operator's Report:  .Well house painting has been completed.  Discharging of the lagoon is finished, and  sampling from the monitoring well at the lagoon has been sent in.  Fourth quarter well sampling for bac-T has been performed, but sampling for 4th quarter nitrates still has to be done.  Ocker reported that the generators worked well during the recent storm and power outage.

Financial Report:  As of 10/29/10, the balance in the checking account was $190,007.92.  Interest in the amount of $2,900.60 has been posted to the CD accounts, resulting in a balance of $220,548.28. One CD set to renew on 11/13/10 at a rate of 1.6% will renew at 1.9% per bank approval. Motion was made to accept the financial report for November as presented (Pritzl/Dunakin). Motion approved.  

Emergency Plan Review:  Updates have been completed; updated pages were distributed.  

Review Water Tower Maintenance Recommendations:  Comparative quotes are not available yet.

Sewer Extension Project Update:  No updates have been received.

Billing Software Update:  Billing cards have been mailed.  Software is easier to use, and the postage cost of the bills will be less because postcards are used instead of statements.

Tax Roll: Tax roll amounts are due on November 15th; final numbers will be reported in December.  

Correspondence:  E-newsletters from WRWA were distributed.

Other Business:  The Clerk has the opportunity to obtain a computer to do work at home through her other job.  The other employer is willing to pay for the computer to eliminate having to work after hours alone in the building.  Clerk has requested that district consider contributing to the cost to allow her to do similar work from her home instead of coming in early, staying late after dark, or trying to work in a cold building.  It could also work as a back-up, off-site computer in the event of an emergency. She will submit the invoice for consideration of partial payment at the next meeting.

Invoices: Invoices were reviewed; checks 4120-4141 were signed. Check 4119 was signed on 10/16 to pay the Wollerman's invoice.  Check 4118 was signed at last month's regular meeting.

Next Meeting:  The next regular meeting will be held on Wednesday, December 8, 2010 at 6 pm at the Fifield Town Hall.

Adjournment:  Motion was made to adjourn at 6:25 pm (Pritzl/Dunakin).  Motion approved.
