TOWN OF FIFIELD REGULAR BOARD MEETING

MINUTES OF March 3, 2011
ROLL CALL:  Meeting was brought to order on March 3, 2011 at 6:30 p.m. at the Fifield Town Hall.  Present:  D. Noetzel, J. Hintz, L. DeRemer, S. Putnam and 5 others.
MINUTES:  Motion (DeRemer, Hintz) to accept the minutes of the February 17, 2011 Regular Board meeting.  Motion approved.  
TOWN CREW REPORT: T. Fleming reported that he contacted Rock Oil regarding the collection of oil filters and they will provide a collection drum at each transfer site.  Their fee will be $50 for removal each time the drum is full.  The crew has cleaned up the unhealthy trees along E. Central Ave.  Fleming and Noetzel attended the meeting with the Forest Service and the Town of Eisenstein.  The Forest Service will be giving the town an additional $50,000.  The town will in turn have Granberg Brothers Inc. crush gravel at the Newman Springs pit in the amount of $50,000.  Granberg has agreed to this and the Forest Service benefits by getting a low crushing rate of $3.05 per cubic yard.  
FIRE DEPARTMENT REPORT:  W. Felch, Fire Dept. #1 reported activity was quiet.  An anonymous donor will be donating $7,300 for the purchase of a used 2004 Polaris 6-wheeler and 12’ enclosed trailer.  Felch also reported that the DNR is talking about not paying town fire departments for grass fire calls.  In T. Mantor’s absence, Fire Dept #2, D. Noetzel reported that activity was quiet.  Several invoices where given to the clerk for payment.
DISCUSS UNION LETTER OF UNDERSTANDING REGARDING SECTION 125 CAFETERIA PLAN:    Motion (DeRemer, Hintz) to authorize the Chairman to sign the Letter of Understanding between Town of Fifield and International Union of Operating Engineers Local 139 regarding implementation of a Section 125 Cafeteria Plan.   Motion approved.    
SIGN RESOLUTION ADOPTING CAFETERIA PLAN AND SIGN CAFETERIA PLAN DOCUMENT:    Motion (Hintz, DeRemer) to adopt and authorize the Chairman to sign the Adopting Resolution No. 2011-02 approving and adopting the Cafeteria Plan effective March 1, 2011.  Roll call vote:  DeRemer – aye, Hintz – aye, Noetzel – aye.  Motion approved.  Motion (DeRemer, Hintz) to authorize the Chairman to sign the 125 Cafeteria Plan document.  Motion approved.  
DRIVEWAY ACCESS PERMITS:  Motion (Hintz, DeRemer) to approve the Driveway Access Permit for Michael McGriff.  Motion approved.  
CITIZENS CONCERNS:  L. DeRemer expressed concern about the hazard caused by a bump the goes across Hicks Landing Road north of the Dam Road.  T. Fleming will mark it with a barrel and flashing light.
CORRESPONDENCE:  Correspondence included the annual beaver control contract from the Forest Service which the Chairman signed, the letter of understanding from Wipfli for the 2010 audit which the Chairman signed, Wholesaler’s Report of Payment in Full regarding Wobbly Hog’s delinquent liquor bill, Xcel Energy’s notice of 2011 rates for outdoor lighting, M. Jenquin’s e-mail that she will be leaving Fidelity Insurance, and J Muelver, Peterson Appraisals e-mail that he turned over the town’s records to Associated Appraisal in December and that on February 23rd a town resident told him that Associated said they do not have the records.
