TOWN OF FIFIELD REGULAR BOARD MEETING

MINUTES of April 21, 2011
ROLL CALL:  Meeting was brought to order on April 21, 2011 at 6:30 p.m. at the Fifield Town Hall.  Roll Call:  F. Sevcik, J. Hintz, and R. Severt present.  Also present S. Putnam and 12 others. 
MINUTES:  Motion (Hintz, Severt) to accept the minutes of the April 7, 2011 Regular Board Meeting.  Motion approved.  
TREASURER’S REPORT:  The treasurer presented and the board accepted the treasurer’s report for March, 2011.  

TOWN CREW REPORT: T. Fleming reported that the crew and part-time drivers attended the MSHA training today. Granberg has started crushing gravel at the Newman Springs pit and when done will moved to the town pit.  Granberg made and the board declined an offer for crushing of additional gravel with payment held until next year.  A request was made by and the board approved the Town of Worcester renting of the town’s mulcher for one day.  It’s time for the spring road tour which will be put on next meeting’s agenda.  The Price County Historical Society asked and the board approved supplying them with a couple of loads of dirt.  Fleming will contact Price Electric regarding a light out at the intersection of Shady Knoll Road and Hwy 70. 
DISCUSS YEAR ROUND LOAD LIMITS FOR W. CENTRAL AND/OR OTHER TOWN ROADS:  Chair F. Sevcik has talked with Town of Eisenstein Chair A. Herbst regarding load limits for W. Central.  Herbst said they don’t care to set year round load limits on the road.  Sevcik will talk with him again.  No action was taken.  
DISCUSS AND/OR SIGN RESTATED 457 GOVERNMENTAL PLAN DOCUMENT:  Motion (Severt, Hintz) to adopt the Restated 457 Governmental Plan Document effective January 1, 2011.  Roll call:  Severt – aye, Hintz – aye – Sevcik – abstain.  Motion approved.
DISCUSS ATTENDANCE OF 2011 TOWN OFFICIALS WORKSHOP:  All three board members agreed to attend the May 25, 2011 workshop at Minocqua.    

DISCUSS ENROLLMENT IN WTA ON-LINE EDUCATIONAL SERVICE FOR 2011-2012:  Presented was information from the WI Towns Association regarding their On-Line Educational Service for 2011-2012.  For an annual fee of $100 the board would have access to videos covering various topics such as annual town meetings, closed meeting procedures, local ethics issues, and notices for meetings.  The board agreed that the town should subscribe to this service. 
DISCUSS REPEALING PLAN COMMISSION ORDINANCES NO. 89 AND 91 AND/OR DISCUSS RE-APPOINTMENT FOR EXPIRING TWO TERMS OF PLAN COMMISSION:  Motion (Hintz, Severt) to repeal Ordinance No. 89 and Ordinance No. 91.  Roll call vote:  Hintz – aye, Severt – aye, Sevcik – aye.  Motion approved.  As to re-appointments, no action was taken.  The clerk was instructed to send letters to the Plan Commission members notifying them that the Plan Commission Ordinances have been repealed.  In response to the board’s action, L. DeRemer and J. Robb verbally gave notice of their resignations.
DISCUSS GENERATING LETTER OF SUPPORT TO KEEP FIFIELD POST OFFICE OPEN PER POSTMASTER D. ALEXANDER’S REQUEST:  Motion (Hintz, Severt) to authorize the Chair to generate a letter of support for keeping the Fifield Post Office open which all board members will sign.  Motion approved.
DISCUSS SIGNING OF RESOLUTION DESIGNATING PUBLIC DEPOSITORY AND AUTHORIZING WITHDRAWAL OF TOWN MONEYS:  Motion (Hintz, Severt) to authorize the Chair to sign the Resolution Designating Public Depository and Authorizing Withdrawal of Town Moneys with First National Bank of Park Falls.  Motion approved.    
DRIVEWAY ACCESS PERMITS: None 
CITIZENS CONCERNS:  T. Mantor presented a check from the Pike Lake Chain Firefighters Inc. for $10,000 to help cover the cost of Fire Department #2 pagers and compressor purchases.  T. Kiesgen 
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suggested, in regard to the letter of support for the Post Office, to send copies to government representatives.  
CORRESPONDENCE:  Correspondence included Northwest Regional Planning Commission’s solicitation for their services to complete the roadway evaluation and data reporting to WisDOT which is required by December 15, 2011, DAAR Engineering letter transmitting a copy of the As-Build plans for the Sailor Creek Bridge and Approaches project, T. Kiesgen letter which will be put on the next meeting’s agenda, DNR announcement that $2,365.18 was awarded to the town for their 2011 recycling program, the annual CDBG Housing Revolving Loan Fund Activity Report which the Chair signed, e—mail and notice of Price County Redistricting Committee meeting for April 21, 2011 and a copy of the “Guidelines for Adjusting Municipal Wards Following the 2010 Federal Census”, a copy of which was given to each board member, Price County Zoning’s notice of public hearing on May 12, 2011 to consider a Conditional Use Permit for a bed and breakfast at N13266 Hicks Landing Road – Patrick T. Mahoney, and notice of an Academy for Civic and Public Affairs workshop.  The Chair shared copies of materials he received when attending the Price County Chapter of the Towns Association meeting held April 20, 2011 regarding current legislative issues for 2011.  
Review Invoices:  Invoices were reviewed.  Motion (Hintz, Severt) to accept invoices for payment.  Motion approved.
