TOWN OF FIFIELD REGULAR BOARD MEETING

MINUTES OF May 5, 2011
ROLL CALL:  Meeting was brought to order on May 5, 2011 at 6:30 p.m. at the Fifield Town Hall.  Roll Call:  F. Sevcik, J. Hintz, R. Severt – present.  Also present were S. Putnam and 17 others.
MINUTES:  Motion (Hintz, Severt) to accept the minutes of the April 21, 2011 Regular Board Meeting.  Motion carried, voice vote.  
TOWN CREW REPORT: T. Fleming reported that Granberg is done crushing gravel at the Newman Springs pit and has moved to the town pit to crush there.  An MSHA inspection was made while Granberg was crushing and no warnings were issued to him or the Town.  The Forest Service was told that the reclamation fee for the gravel crushed at the Newman Springs pit will be paid after the town receives the $50,000 reimbursement from the Forest Service for crushing the gravel. Fleming reported that he did not feel comfortable filling out a survey in regard to a firm that worked on the Sailor Creek Bridge Replacement Project as he had no direct dealings with the company.  He will return the blank survey noting this.  The storm water permit for the Shady Knoll Road project has been sent in.  All other permits have been received.  No wake buoys have been placed on the Pike Lake Chain of Lakes.  Chair F. Sevcik ordered Fleming to pull the load limit signs on Monday from all town roads except Bay, Brahmstadt, Dam and Berry Patch.  
FIRE DEPARTMENT REPORT:  W. Felch, Fire Dept. #1 reported that activity was quiet.  He will be ordering a couple of sets of gear for an approximate cost of $2,000.  He was approached by Town of Flambeau residents on Price Lakes Road who asked if he would contact their town chair in regard to the risk of taking emergency vehicles down Price Lakes Road during break-up because of the deteriorating condition of the road.  Chair Sevcik will follow up with Chair L. Lamoreaux on this matter.    In T. Mantor’s absence no Fire Dept. #2 report was given.

DISCUSS POLICY OF HAVING SECOND MEETING OF THE MONTH AT PIKE LAKE FROM MAY THROUGH OCTOBER:  The board agreed to hold, from June through October, the second board meeting of the month at the Pike Lake Fire Hall.  This is a change from May through October.

DISCUSS SETTING DATE FOR BOARD OF REVIEW:  Motion (Severt, Hintz) to hold the first meeting of the Board of Review on June 2, 2011 at 6:25 p.m. in order to adjourn to August 11, 2011.  Motion carried, voice vote.  
DISCUSS SETTING DATE FOR SPRING ROAD TOUR:  The board agreed to schedule the annual road tour for 6:00 a.m., May 24, 2011 beginning at the Fifield Town Hall.  Ted will get the order of roads to be inspected to the clerk for including in the meeting notice.  
DISCUSS CONTENT AND ORDER OF THE AGENDA:  R. Severt requested that Citizen Concerns be changed to Citizen Comments and that Citizen Comments and Correspondence be moved to the top of the agenda.  Sevcik and Hintz favored leaving them at the end of the agenda.  
DISCUSS SANTA’S ELVES FOUNDATION REQUEST TO ABANDON PORTION OF ALLEYWAY:  Presented to the board was a copy of the Certified Survey Map showing the lots owned by Santa’s Elves and the location of the undeveloped alley.  D. Alexander asked that the town abandon the portion of the alley through the property owned by Santa’s Elves.  Motion (Hintz, Severt) to check into the procedure and cost of vacating the portion of alley located along Lots 6, 7, 8, 9, 10, 11, 12, 13 and 14, Block 14 of the Original Plat of Fifield Government Lot 14, Section 7, T. 39 N., R. 1 E.  Motion carried, voice vote.  
DISCUSS ACCESS PERMITS:  None.
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DISCUSS CONDITIONAL USE PERMIT FOR OPERATING A BED & BREAKFAST – N13266 HICKS LANDING ROAD:  Several citizens were given the opportunity to comment on the issue.  Motion (Severt, Sevcik) to authorize the Chair to attend the May 12, 2011 Public Hearing for the Conditional Use Permit filed by P. Mahoney to ask questions concerning the permit and definition of “bed and breakfast”.  Motion carried (2, 0 – Hintz no response).  
DISCUSS AND RESOLVE THE MINUTES OF THE APRIL 7, 2011 TOWN BOARD MEETING REGARDING MOTION TO ACCEPT TOWN COMPREHENSIVE PLAN:  Several citizens were given the opportunity to comment.  Issues were the lack of a voice vote for the motion and the fact that the a revised plan has not been received from Northwest Regional Planning with the approved changes made to it.  Motion (Hintz, Severt) to rescind the motion of April 7, 2011 accepting the Town of Fifield Comprehensive Plan.  Motion carried, voice vote.   

CITIZENS CONCERNS:  None
CORRESPONDENCE:  Correspondence included WTA’s newsletter, K. Kascewicz’s letter regarding the importance of a Town of Fifield Comprehensive Plan, T. Kiesgen letters dated April 15, 2011 and May 3, 2011 regarding the minutes for the town board meeting of April 7, 2011, copies of Timber Cutting Notices filed for 2011, WTA letter calling for action in regard to State Budget Bill affecting prevailing wage law and transportations aids, Xcel notice of credit resulting from their audit of street light usage and request to indicate if credit should be refunded or applied to the town’s account (the board chose to have the credit applied to the town’s account and Chair signed the request form), Price County Zoning “Notice of Auction to Sell Tax Delinquent Real Estate” which includes two properties in the Town of Fifield, and copy of WisDOT letter to Town of Eisenstein Chair A. Herbst regarding status of Boruta Road.  Chair Sevcik reported that the Super 8 Motel sign was damaged again and that he talked with the motel owner who said that they may be putting up a new sign.
