
Fifield Sanitary District Commission Meeting Minutes of Wednesday, May 11, 2011
Present:   B Felch, D Dunakin, D Ocker, C Cooper, and no public.      Not Present:  D Pritzl.
The meeting was called to order at 6 pm on Wednesday, May 11 at the Fifield Town Hall.  The agenda for the meeting was posted in 3 locations at least 24 hours prior to the meeting.

Minutes:  The minutes of the April 13 regular meeting were presented, and a motion was made to approve the minutes as presented (Dunakin/Felch).  Motion approved.  

Operator's Report:  Flushing of mains & hydrants on 5/6/11 went well.  The parts to repair the chlorine pump have been received but not installed yet.  Ocker and Fleming will attend a seminar in Tomahawk on 5/19/11 dealing with chlorination, corrosion control, etc.  The estimate for painting the pick-up truck is pending.  Ocker reported that the alarm at the lower lift station was activated by a power outage.  He checked the lift station the next day and everything was ok.  An opinion from MSA regarding use of a porta-tower during the painting of the water tower is pending.
Financial Report:  As of 4/29/11, the balance in the checking account was $197,798.16.  The balance in the CD accounts remains $221,350.34.  Motion was made to accept the financial report for February as presented (Dunakin/Felch). Motion approved.  

Tank Painting Approval from DNR:  Correspondence from the DNR approving painting and repair of the water tower was received and reviewed.
Rural Development Inspection:  The inspection required by Rural Development was held today.  The coverage requirement for the Clerk / Treasurer’s fidelity bond has been raised.  Cooper contacted Laub & Horton to raise the bond amount.  No other significant finding was reported during the on-site inspection.  No information regarding the system tour is available yet.
Annual Audit Update:  A draft was submitted by Lynn Lutz CPA for review.   The Summary of Auditor’s Findings was reviewed.  The draft was accepted.  Signed signature page will be forwarded to the auditor for finalization.
Cross Connection Inspection Season:  Cooper reminded the Board and Ocker that commercial customers need to be inspected again this year and that a portion of the residential customers need to be inspected as well.
Upcoming Consumer Confidence Report:  Mailing / posting deadline for the water quality report is July 1st.  Cooper asked for input for the annual newsletter.
June Meeting Date:  Due to the Clerk being unavailable for the regular meeting date of June 8th, it was decided to reschedule the regular board meeting for Wednesday, June 15th to begin at 6 pm.  Payroll will be processed on 6/1/11 for signature and dispersal.
Clerk’s Name Change:  Effective 4/21/11, Clerk Cathy Kawleski’s legal name was changed to “Cathy Cooper”.  This name will appear on all future documents, minutes, agendas, checks, etc.
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Correspondence:  E-newsletters from WRWA were distributed.

Other Business:  No other business was discussed.
Invoices: Invoices were reviewed; checks 4220 through 4232 were signed; #4219 was signed on 4/27/11.
Next Meeting:  Due to the Clerk’s unavailability on June 8th, the next regular meeting will be held on Wednesday, June 15, 2011 at 6 pm at the Fifield Town Hall.

Adjournment:  Motion was made to adjourn at 6:40 pm (Felch/Dunakin).  Motion approved.
