TOWN OF FIFIELD REGULAR BOARD MEETING

MINUTES of May 19, 2011
ROLL CALL:  Meeting was brought to order on May 19, 2011 at 6:30 p.m. at the Fifield Town Hall.  Roll Call:  F. Sevcik, J. Hintz, and R. Severt present.  Also present S. Putnam and 10 others. 
MINUTES:  Minutes were amended to correct the dates for board meetings at the Pike Lake Fire Hall from June through September to June through October.  Motion (Hintz, Severt) to accept the minutes of the May 5, 2011 Regular Board Meeting as amended.  Motion carried, voice vote.  
TREASURER’S REPORT:  The treasurer presented and the board accepted the treasurer’s report for April, 2011.  

TOWN CREW REPORT: T. Fleming reported that Granberg is done crushing gravel at the Fifield gravel pit.  D. Reppert of the Forest Service hopes next week to start the paperwork to reimburse the town for the cost of crushing gravel at the Newman Springs pit.  Yard waste pick up went well.  Fleming will check into the disposing of tires from the Fifield Transfer Site.  Movrich Park was opened for the season.  The crew has been crack filling and grading roads.  Chair Sevcik noted that the basin in the women’s bathroom at the park is in need of replacement.  Fleming will schedule the tank removal at Ron Ernst for next month.  
DISCUSS SANTA’S ELVES FOUNDATION REQUEST TO ABANDON PORTION OF ALLEYWAY:  Chair Sevcik reported that the cost of legal work for abandoning the alley would be no more than $1,500.  At the previous meeting, D. Alexander indicated that the Santa’s Elves Foundation would pay any fees to abandon the alleyway, if necessary.  Motion (Hintz, Severt) to get legal counsel to proceed to initiate abandonment of alley.  Motion carried, voice vote.    
DISCUSS TRANSFER SITE ISSUES:  R. Severt will look at the town ordinances governing dumping and recycling at the transfer sites and will check into issues that currently exist.  He will report back to the board with his findings. 

DRIVEWAY ACCESS PERMITS: None 
CITIZENS CONCERNS:  N. Sevcik reporting that she, along with M. Lobermeier and T. Nicholls, met as a group of concerned citizens regarding raising funds to update playground equipment at Movrich Park.  J. Hintz volunteered to join their committee.  They estimate they will need to raise between $35,000 and $50,000 for the project.  A concerned citizen called regarding the cutting of the elms on E. Central Ave.  It was noted that the trees were damaged (hollow inside) from grass burning by the Fire Department over the years and the department requested they be cut down.      
CORRESPONDENCE:  Chair Sevcik attended the Price County Zoning public hearing on the P. Mahoney conditional use permit for a bed and breakfast and reported that the application had been withdrawn.  Correspondence included Great Lakes Timber Professionals Association’s invitation to attend a Road Building Workshop, Wisconsin Towns Association letter providing the user name and password needed to access their on-line workshops, and WI Department of Workforce Development invitation to attend a Labor Law Clinic in Superior.

Review Invoices:  Invoices were reviewed.  Motion (Hintz, Severt) to accept invoices for payment.  Motion carried, voice vote.
