TOWN OF FIFIELD REGULAR BOARD MEETING

MINUTES OF September 1, 2011
PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE AND ROLL CALL:  Meeting was brought to order on September 1, 2011 at 6:30 p.m. at the Fifield Town Hall. Pledge of Allegiance was given.  Roll Call:  F. Sevcik, J. Hintz, R. Severt – present.  Also present were S. Putnam and 18 others.
MINUTES:  Motion (Hintz, Severt) to accept the minutes of the August 18, 2011 regular board meeting and the August 29, 2011 special board meeting as presented.  Motion carried, voice vote.  
PHILLIPS MAYOR J. FAHL – DISCUSSION OF OPENING REMAINING SECTION OF OLD RD 13 TO ATV TRAFFIC:  Phillips Mayor J. Fahl, on behalf of the City of Phillips, expressed support for the opening of the remaining section of Old Rd 13 to ATV traffic.  

TOWN CREW REPORT: T. Fleming reported that the work on Shady Knoll Road is going well.  The DNR inspected the work and only one issue was found with Fifield’s section and that was to use two more rolls of silk fencing.  Because the Forest Service will not be helping with the hauling of gravel, Fleming asked that two trucks be hired at a cost of approximately $11,600.  The board instructed Fleming to hire two trucks.  Pulverizing of the road is scheduled for September 13th.      
FIRE DEPARTMENT REPORT:  W. Felch, Fire Dept. #1 reported on two accidents.  He also reported both Fifield fire departments covered the demolition derby last weekend at the Price County Fair and that a large accident training session is coming up on September 24th at Park Falls.  T. Mantor, Fire Dept. #2, reported activity was quiet and that he will have to budget $1,000 more next year for stress test training.  
DISCUSS CN RAILROAD REQUEST TO ABANDON BALSAM ST FROM W. CENTRAL TO E. CENTRAL AVE.:  T. Fleming reported on CN Railroad’s request.  After consideration, the board took no action.  
DISCUSS POLICY REGARDING WHEN BOARD APPROVAL IS NECESSARY FOR EXPENDITURES:  J. Hintz expressed support of a policy for when board approval is necessary.  Chair F. Sevcik asked Hintz to draft such a policy for the board’s consideration.
DISCUSS REPORTED CONTAMINATION AT W7179 BALSAM STREET – DNR LETTER DATED 8/17/11:  The DNR has asked that further testing be done at the W7179 Balsam St. site as a small amount of contamination was found  They asked for a response to their letter within 30 days.  At this time, neither Ron Ernst Lumber Co., Inc. nor the Town of Fifield has accepted liability for the underground tank.  Chair F. Sevcik would like to review the letter.  No action was taken.

MOVRICH PARK PROJECT COMMITTEE REQUEST FOR REMOVAL OF OLD PLAYGROUND EQUIPMENT:  M. Lobermeier reported to the board that the Movrich Park Project committee feels that there are safety issues with the merry-go-round, tire swing, and the jungle gym wooden structure.  T. Fleming was instructed to remove the merry-go-round and jungle gym wooden structure this fall but leave the tire swing.  
DISCUSS ACCESS PERMITS:  None.
PUBLIC COMMENT:   None
CORRESPONDENCE:  J. Hintz expressed his objection to a letter written by Chair Sevcik to Northwest Regional Planning Commission asking for specific changes to the Comprehensive Plan.  F. Sevcik presented a letter from P. Griepentrog asking for an administrative hearing stemming from the possible adoption of Ordinance No. 94.  Other correspondence included a notice of a free Ruder Ware Local Government Law Seminar to be held 9/28/11, WI Dept. of Revenue notice of implementation of two improvements by 2013 to assessment practices, those being the following of USPAP standards and the requirement for Electronic Assessment Data, and a holding tank application from D. Eckrote which the Chairman signed.
