
TOWN OF FIFIELD ANNUAL TOWN MEETING
MINUTES OF April 13, 2010
Present:  D. Noetzel, L. DeRemer, J. Hintz, S. Putnam and 24 others.
The annual town meeting was brought to order on April 13, 2010 at 7:00 p.m. at the Fifield Town Hall.      

A motion was made by J. Wierzba and seconded by T. Fleming to accept the minutes of the April 14, 2009 annual town meeting.  Motion approved. 
A motion was made by C. Schmelzer and seconded by J. Wierzba to accept the 2009 Annual Report.  Motion approved.

Discussed were the benefits of the Park Falls pool to the community.  A motion was made by S. Holm and seconded by T. Holman to support the pool improvement project by asking the board to donate an additional $1,250 to the Park Falls Pool Fund.  Motion approved.
Discuss was the sale of the Old Fifield School lots.  Prior town meeting approval was given to sell the lots.  G. Gunderson prepared a “Comparative Market Analysis” recommending a starting price between $4,500 and $5,000 per lot.  It was noted that the fire department does not need this area for parking during their lawnmower races.  Preferred uses discussed would be for a green clean business or two large residential lots.  Also discussed were what the responses to the Comprehensive Plan Survey would be for these lots.  A motion was made by F. Sevcik and seconded by D. Belisle to table discussion on the sale of the Old School lots to a later date.  Motion approved.

Frank and Nancy Sevcik asked several questions regarding the Comprehensive Plan Commission.  
T. Nicholls brought up the issue of better playground equipment for Movrich Park.   

Discussed was the forming of a committee to check into funding that may be available for equipment.  Possible members include N. Sevcik, M. Lobermeier and T. Nicholls.  The committee would be asked to report back to either the town board or at the next annual meeting.  
At 8:05 p.m. a motion was made by J. Wierzba and seconded by C. Schmelzer to adjourn.  Motion approved.  (Note:  there was one no vote, remaining votes yes)
