TOWN OF FIFIELD REGULAR BOARD MEETING

MINUTES of September 15, 2011
PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE AND ROLL CALL:  Meeting was brought to order on September 15, 2011 at 6:30 p.m. at the Pike Lake Fire Hall.  Pledge of Allegiance was given.  Roll Call:  F. Sevcik, J. Hintz, and R. Severt present.  Also present S. Putnam and 9 others. 
MINUTES:  Motion (Severt, Hintz) to accept the minutes of the September 1, 2011 regular board meeting as presented.  Motion carried, voice vote.  
TREASURER’S REPORT:  The treasurer presented & the board accepted the Aug, 2011 treasurer’s report.  

TOWN CREW REPORT: T. Fleming reported that the crew finished seeding and mulching on Shady Knoll Road.  Price County Highway Dept. will be pulverizing next week as American Asphalt cannot make it as planned.  The crew is helping the Town of Eisenstein haul gravel for their section and Eisenstein will do the same for Fifield.  Fleming estimates the work will be done in two weeks.  Fleming reported that when the fire department responded to a fire call in the Town of Flambeau, the trucks had difficulty finding the home as the fire number was not visible.  He noted this is an important reason for brushing the right of way.  

PARK FALLS AREA COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT CORPORATION ANNUAL REPORT – REQUEST FOR CONTRIBUTION:  The clerk read a letter from the PFACDC asking for financial support.  Also included was their 2011 Annual Report.  The board will consider the request when developing the 2012 town budget. 
DISCUSS BANNING OF WEAPONS IN MUNICIPAL BUILDINGS:  The board took no action.  They will wait to see what other towns do.
DISCUSS TRIP-D APPLICATION FOR SHADY KNOLL ROAD:  TRIP-D funding is not available for blacktopping only.  The TRIP program would apply and T. Fleming will complete the application.  

2012 BUDGET:  The clerk presented each board member with budget worksheets and preliminary figures.  Income figures were reviewed.  Expenses will be reviewed next meeting.  
DRIVEWAY ACCESS PERMITS: None 
PUBLIC COMMENT:  A question was raised regarding a metal bin for the transfer site.  Durand has offered a quote but the Chair is waiting for several others.  The status of Ordinance #94 was brought up.  The Chair responded that at this time it is on hold.  
CORRESPONDENCE: Correspondence included a letter from C. Szurgot, Corrections Officer for the Price County Sheriff’s Dept. offering her services for enforcement of Town of Fifield Ordinances and another DNR letter to the town as the responsible party for the reported contamination at W7179 Balsam St.  The chair contacted P. Richard of the DNR telling him that the town does not feel they are legally responsible.  Richards said not to get too excited about the letter.  
Review Invoices:  Invoices were reviewed.  Motion (Severt, Hintz) to accept the invoices for payment.  Motion carried, voice vote.
