TOWN OF FIFIELD REGULAR BOARD MEETING

MINUTES OF October 6, 2011
PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE AND ROLL CALL:  Meeting was brought to order on October 6, 2011 at 6:30 p.m. at the Fifield Town Hall. Pledge of Allegiance was given.  Roll Call:  F. Sevcik, J. Hintz, R. Severt – present.  Also present were S. Putnam and 11 others.
MINUTES:  Motion (Hintz, Severt) to accept the minutes of the September 15, 2011 regular board meeting as presented.  Motion carried, voice vote.  
TOWN CREW REPORT: T. Fleming reported that the P. C. Hwy Dept. pulverized and the crew, with hired help, hauled 12,400 yards of gravel to complete the Shady Knoll Road project for the year.  The crew is now patching and grading roads.  Chair F. Sevcik reported that the Fifield Transfer Site Attendant reported on someone target practicing in the town gravel pit.  Sevcik told him to call the Sheriff’s Dept. in the future and asked Fleming to fix the lock on the gate as it doesn’t lock.  Sevcik also commented on the length of time it is taking to brush the town roads.    
FIRE DEPARTMENT REPORT:  T. Mantor, Fire Dept. #2 reported that activity is quiet.  W. Felch, Fire Dept. #1 reported on another Town of Flambeau fire call where the fire number was hard to find.  The clerk was instructed to write a letter to the Town of Flambeau asking them to notify their property owners to keep their fire numbers accessible.  Felch also reported that he has applied for a DNR grant for the cost of gear/supplies.  
PFACDC ANNUAL REPORT AND REQUEST FOR CONTRIBUTION:  B. Michels of the PFACDC reviewed and distributed copies of their 2011 Annual Report, as well as the Price County Economic Development Association’s 2011 Annual Report.   She asked the board to consider a 2012 contribution to the PFACDC.  
DISCUSS ORDINANCE REGARDING REGULATING SHORT-TERM REAL ESTATE RENTALS:  Chair F. Sevcik presented each board member with a list of requirements to review for the next meeting.  .
L. ZIRBEL – JOINT FOREST HOME CEMETERY PROJECT WITH THE AMERICAN LEGION:  L. Zirbel presented a plan to develop a Flag Park at the Forest Home Cemetery on the section where burials are prohibited.  The project would not be a joint project with the American Legion, but they would provide eight military flags for the project.  Zirbel estimates the project at $25,000 with Forest Home Cemetery covering the cost.  Motion (Hintz, Sevcik) to approve the Forest Home Cemetery Flag Park Project funded by Forest Home Cemetery.  Motion carried, voice vote.  L. Zirbel presented to the board a schedule of increased rates for grave spaces and for grave opening and closings for 2012.     
2012 BUDGET:  The board finalized the 2012 budget.  There is no change to the tax levy for 2012.  The Public Budget Hearing/Special Town Meeting to approve the budget will be held at 6:00 p.m. on Nov 3, 2011.    
DISCUSS ACCESS PERMITS:  None.
PUBLIC COMMENT:   The status of Ordinance #94 was again inquired into.  Chair Sevcik noted that the topic will be brought up at the next annual meeting.  He noted he is working on getting quotes for services to provided scrap metal bins at each transfer site.  He was asked about his letter to S. Johnson, NWRPC to which he replied that nothing is happening.  He noted that M. Williams, Assembly Representative has developed legislation to eliminate Comprehensive Planning.  

CORRESPONDENCE:  Correspondence included the WTA’s newsletter, Price County Zoning’s Notice of Public Hearing on the Conditional Use Permit filed by D. Phillips for the purpose of renting one home on a weekly basis, a copy of Price County Code Ordinance No. 2011-02 titled “Smoking Prohibited in Certain Areas” and Resolution No. 38-11 titled “Price County Concerns over the Management of the Chequamegon-Nicolet National Forest”, and UW-Extension’s invitation to attend a series of municipal workshops during the month of October on energy conservation measures.
