TOWN OF FIFIELD REGULAR BOARD MEETING

MINUTES of November 17, 2011
PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE AND ROLL CALL:  Meeting was brought to order on November 17, 2011 at 6:30 p.m. at the Fifield Town Hall.  Pledge of Allegiance was given.  Roll Call:  F. Sevcik, J. Hintz, and R. Severt present.  Also present S. Putnam and 11 others. 
MINUTES:  Motion (Hintz, Severt) to accept the minutes of the November 3, 2011 regular board meeting as presented.  Motion carried, voice vote.  
TREASURER’S REPORT:  The treasurer presented & the board accepted the October, 2011 treasurer’s report.  

TOWN CREW REPORT: T. Fleming reported Laurie Boquist of the DNR has reviewed the work to be done on Briske Road and determined the only permit needed would be a storm water permit.  The crew has replaced two culverts and is putting up the ATV signs provided by the ATV Club.  It was noted that brushing of town roads will continue until the snow gets too deep.  

DISCUSS FIRE DEPARTMENT #1 PURCHASE OF RESCUE TRUCK:  W. Felch presented information on a used Ford rescue truck he would like to purchase and which will be paid for by donations.  Motion (Severt, Hintz) to authorize W. Felch to purchase the used Ford rescue truck for not more than $18,000.  Motion carried, voice vote. 
DISCUSS FORMULA FOR ASSESSING AMBULANCE COST TO THE TOWN BY THE FLAMBEAU HOSPITAL:  The current formula for assessing ambulance cost uses equalized value.  Another option would be to use a combination of equalized value, population and number of calls per year.  The board agreed that Chair F. Sevcik should talk with the Park Falls Ambulance Service regarding changing the formula.  
DISCUSS CITIZENS CONCERNS RELATING TO EYESORES/HAZARDS:  Two alleged eyesores have been brought to the attention of the board.  The first is the Hicks Landing restaurant sign on the corner of Hicks Landing Road and Hwy 70.  The board took no action on this item.  The second is the property at the corner of Linden Avenue and Balsam Street.  The clerk was instructed to send the property owner a copy of the town’s Eyesores/ Hazard Plan and ask her to call Chair F. Sevcik regarding this issue.  
DISCUSS THE STATUS OF POLICY FOR WHEN ADVANCED BOARD APPROVAL IS NECESSARY FOR EQUIPMENT REPAIR EXPENDITURES:  J. Hintz would like to require advanced board approval dependent on the type of repairs needed such as replacement of engine, transmission, differential, etc.  R. Severt would like the policy to apply when certain dollar amounts are exceeded.  Hintz will write a policy for board consideration.    
MOVRICH PARK PLAYGROUND COMMITTEE PRESENTATION:  T. Nichols, Fifield Community Action Plan (amended 12/1/11) presented a slide presentation on the work that the committee feels needs to be done at Movrich Park and asked for the town’s support in the form of a commitment of $20,000 in 2012, $8,500 from the playground equipment fund, and use of the town crew as needed.  The board will consider action at their first meeting in January, 2012.    
DRIVEWAY ACCESS PERMITS:  None.
PUBLIC COMMENT:   M. Lobermeier, in regard to the opening of Old Road 13 from the Worcester town line to Peters Road to ATVs, stated that she did not agree with the process used. 
CORRESPONDENCE: Correspondence included an e-mail from an anonymous resident alleging Durand of dumping commercial trash at the transfer site which Chair Sevcik will follow up on, Price County “Notice of Auction to Sell Tax Delinquent Real Estate”, and the “Notice of Presidential Preference Vote and Judicial and County Supervisor Election” from the Price County Clerk.  
Review Invoices:  Invoices were reviewed.  Motion (Severt, Hintz) to accept the invoices for payment.  Motion carried, voice vote.
Adjourn:  Motion at 9:00 p.m. (Hintz, Severt) to adjourn.  Motion carried, voice vote.
