TOWN OF FIFIELD REGULAR BOARD MEETING

MINUTES OF January 5, 2012
PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE AND ROLL CALL:  Meeting was brought to order on January 5, 2012 at 6:30 p.m. at the Fifield Town Hall. Pledge of Allegiance was given.  Roll Call:  F. Sevcik, J. Hintz, R. Severt – present.  Also present were S. Putnam and 9 others.
MINUTES:  Motion (Hintz, Severt) to accept the minutes of the December 15, 2011 meeting as presented.  Motion carried, voice vote.  
TOWN CREW REPORT: T. Fleming reported the crew has been busy doing winter road maintenance and have already used 200 yards of sand.  Clearing of the right of way on Brahmstadt Road has been started.  Christmas decorations have been taken down.  Fleming will talk with the Town of Eisenstein regarding a joint bid for the blacktopping of Shady Knoll Road.  Chair Sevcik asked why the crew does not scrap off snow closer to the asphalt.  Fleming said that the snow is scrapped as far down as gravity on the plow will allow.  Supervisor J. Hintz presented his preliminary list of items for the town’s policy for equipment repairs.  The board will review for next meeting.
FIRE DEPARTMENT REPORT:  J. Nelson, Fire Dept. #2 reported that activity was quiet.  He asked for and the board agreed to the purchase of tires for the rescue van at the cost of approximately $700.00.  Terry Mantor’s letter of resignation effective January 1, 2012 was acknowledged.  W. Felch, Fire Dept. #1 reported on a call to the Town of Flambeau for a chimney fire and an assist to Park Falls which was called off.  He noted that the Pike Lake First Responders are helping his department to form their own First Responders.  Two of Dept. #1’s firemen are certified to train first responders.  The used rescue truck being purchased should be ready in February.

DISCUSS SCRAP STEEL REMOVAL AT TRANSFER SITES:  J. Durand was present to take questions that Chair Sevcik has of him before Sevcik will sign the contract for scrap steel removal.  These questions regarded Durand’s use of the town’s transfer site and several ticket violations his company has.  J. Hintz asked for the motion that was made at the November 3, 2011 meeting which was “Motion (Hintz, Sevcik) to contract with Durand for one year for scrap metal collection services.  Motion carried, voice vote (2-1)”.  Hintz advised the Chair that he was obligated to sign a contract with Durand.  The Chair said he wants more clarification.  J. Hintz excused himself from the meeting.  Durand left the meeting then returned.  A meeting between Sevcik and Durand was scheduled for 2:00 p.m. on Tuesday, January 10, 2012 to further discuss the contract.  
FOREST HOME ADMINISTRATOR POSITION AND FLAG PARK PROJECT:  L. Zirbel, the current administrator has passed away.  The clerk was instructed to advertise the position.  Applications are to be returned by January 31st with interviews held at a special board meeting to be scheduled for 6:00 p.m. on Thursday, February 2, 2012.  
NAME PRIVATE ROAD OFF OF BRAHMSTADT ROAD:  Motion (Sevcik, Severt) to name the private drive off of Brahmstadt Road as Rosie Lane.  Motion approved, voice vote.  
DISCUSS FIFIELD COMMUNITY ACTION PLAN COMMITTEE’S MOVRICH COMMUNITY PARK REVITALIZATION PROJECT AND REQUEST FOR SUPPORT:  T. Nicholls and N. Sevcik asked the board to wait until after FCAP’s next meeting so that they can make a presentation.  They are starting to look at grants.
AMEND 2012 BUDGET:  No action was taken as support for the Movrich Park Project was not approved.  
CHAIRMAN UPDATE ON MEETING REGARDING AMBULANCE COST ALLOCATION:  The Chair has talked with the Town of Lake and Town of Sherman.  Both would like to meet with Sevcik to discuss the method for computing the ambulance cost allocation. 
DISCUSS ACCESS PERMITS:  None.  

CITIZEN CONCERNS:   T. Nicholls expressed concerns over the conditions of the Super 8 and Hicks Landing Restaurant signs.  He also expressed concern over how the town meetings are run.  

CORRESPONDENCE:  Correspondence included First National Bank’s letter notifying the town of the new reduced rates on checking accounts of .75% and the Wisconsin Towns Association’s monthly newsletter.  
Review Invoices: Motion (Severt, Sevcik) to accept invoices for payment. Motion carried, voice vote.  
Adjourn:  Motion at 7:55 p.m. (Severt, Sevcik) to adjourn.  Motion carried, voice vote.
