TOWN OF FIFIELD REGULAR BOARD MEETING

MINUTES of January 19, 2012
PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE AND ROLL CALL:  Meeting was brought to order on January 19, 2012 at 6:30 p.m. at the Fifield Town Hall.  Pledge of Allegiance was given.  Roll Call:  F. Sevcik, J. Hintz, and R. Severt present.  Also present S. Putnam and 12 others. 
MINUTES:  Motion (Severt, Sevcik) to accept the minutes of the January 5, 2012 regular board meeting as presented.  Motion carried, voice vote.  
TREASURER’S REPORT:  The treasurer presented & the board accepted the December, 2011 treasurer’s report.  

TOWN CREW REPORT: T. Fleming reported that the transmission went out on the 1998 Chevy and it is being repaired at the estimated cost of $1,100.  The truck should last another couple of years.  When not snowplowing, the crew is working on clearing the right of way on Brahmstadt Road.  The power and phone companies have scheduled their work to coincide with the town’s work in the right of way.  All the tires at the transfer site were picked up by Auburndale Recycling.  

DISCUSS AND SIGN REVISED CONTRACT WITH DURAND FOR SCRAP METAL REMOVAL:  Chair Sevcik reported on a meeting with J. Durand regarding the contract for scrap metal removal.  Durand agreed to revise the contract to make it a one year contract for scrap metal only and was to have the revised contract for tonight’s meeting.  In Durand’s absence no action was taken.  
LET BIDS FOR PAVING OF SHADY KNOLL ROAD:  Motion (Hintz, Severt) to let bids for the paving of approximately 3 miles of Shady Knoll Road, work to be completed by August 1, 2012, bids due by February 27, 2012 at 5:00 p.m. with bids to be opened at the regular board meeting of March 1, 2012.  Motion carried, voice vote.  
DISCUSS BOARD POLICY FOR EQUIPMENT REPAIRS:  Discussed were J. Hintz’s ideas for a policy.  The board will consider his suggestions and discuss the matter further at the next regular board meeting.
FIFIELD COMMUNITY ACTION PLAN REQUEST FOR APPROVAL TO PURCHASE MOVRICH PARK PLAYGROUND EQUPMENT AND TO PROVIDE FUNDS TO PAY FOR THE EQUIPMENT:  N. Sevcik presented a progress report on FCAP’s Movrich Park Revitalization Project including work being done to secure grants for various parts of the project.  As to the playground equipment, the committee requested the board to fund that part of their project and presented information on the equipment they would like purchased.  Motion (Hintz, Sevcik) to purchase the King Kong Double Whammy Green Machine playground equipment for $16,982.20.  Motion carried, voice vote.
AMEND 2012 BUDGET:  Motion (Hintz, Severt) to amend the 2012 Budget to increase expenditures for Capital Outlay – Other General Government by $17,000 and to increase revenues for Financing by $17,000.  Roll call vote:  Sevcik – aye, Hintz – aye, Severt – aye.  Motion carried 
DRIVEWAY ACCESS PERMITS:  None.
PUBLIC COMMENT:   D. Noetzel suggested that the board consider bidding the Shady Knoll Road Project jointly with the Town of Eisenstein as a 5 miles paving project as this is how the application for the Title II program was written and from which the town will be receiving funds.  
CORRESPONDENCE: Correspondence included Price County Economic Development Association’s notice of membership meeting for January 26th and Ritchie Lakeland Oil & Propane proposal to provide LP gas as well as a proposal for installation of fuels tanks providing all fuel is purchased through them.  
Review Invoices:  Invoices were reviewed.  Motion (Severt, Hintz) to accept the invoices for payment.  Motion carried, voice vote.
