TOWN OF FIFIELD REGULAR BOARD MEETING

MINUTES OF February 2, 2012
PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE AND ROLL CALL:  Meeting was brought to order on February 2, 2012 at 6:30 p.m. at the Fifield Town Hall. Pledge of Allegiance was given.  Roll Call:  F. Sevcik, J. Hintz, R. Severt – present.  Also present were S. Putnam and 9 others.
MINUTES:  Motion (Hintz, Severt) to accept the minutes of the January 19, 2012 meeting as presented.  Motion carried, voice vote.  
TOWN CREW REPORT: T. Fleming reported that the transmission was replaced in the one-ton truck.  There is a problem with the electrical box of one of the caution lights on Hwy 13.  Strand Electric has been contacted for a price to repair both caution lights.  The logger who will be cutting a timber sale on Hemlock Road asked for permission to haul the wood during the time the roads are posted.  He said that he would not haul if the weather is too warm.  The board granted him permission.  Fleming asked to attend and the board approved his attending of a TIC workshop regarding gravel road maintenance.  Board members had questions of Fleming that concerned snowplowing when there is under an inch of snow and the peeling of crack seal off of Fish Trap Road.

FIRE DEPARTMENT REPORT:  W. Felch, Fire Dept. #1 reported that First Responder Training will start next Monday.  People from Dept. #1, Dept. #2 and Butternut will be attending.  The course will be 3 months long with 70 hours of training.  Personnel will be paid training hours after they have been active for two years.  There was a car rollover on Hwy 70 that the department responded to.  Maintenance work is being done on the equipment.  The Fire Hall will be used as a drop off/pick up located for the Catkin’s animal project to get pets spayed and neutered at a reduced price.  J. Nelson, Fire Dept. #2 reported on communications training scheduled for February 15th between Dept. #1, Dept. #2, Park Falls Fire Department and the Price County Emergency Government.  
APPOINTMENT OF FOREST HOME CEMETERY ADMINISTRATOR:  Motion (Severt, Hintz) to appoint Brian Ernst as Forest Home Cemetery Administrator.  Roll call vote:  Sevcik – aye, Hintz – aye, Severt – aye.  Motion carried.  The appointment will take effect March 1, 2012.  
SIGN REVISED CONTRACT WITH DURAND FOR SCRAP STEEL REMOVAL AT TRANSFER SITES:  The revised contract, already signed by J. Durand, was presented.  The Chair added to the contract the words “1 year contract per agreement with both parties” which he initialed.  The clerk will have J. Durand initial also.

DISCUSS POSTPONING THE LETTING OF BIDS FOR PAVING OF SHADY KNOLL ROAD:  T. Fleming reported that the State is running behind on approving Local Road Improvement Program applications.  Because the projects are not to start before the State/Municipal Agreement is received from WisDOT, the bidding cannot take place as moved at the last meeting.  Motion (Hintz, Sevcik) to rescind the January 19, 2012 motion to let bids for the paving of approximately 3 miles of Shady Knoll Road.  Motion carried, voice vote.
DISCUSS BOARD POLICY FOR EQUIPMENT REPAIRS:  The policy was reviewed and revisions made.  The clerk will retype the policy and present it at the next meeting for board approval.    
DISCUSS POSSIBLE MEETING WITH TOWNS COVERED BY PARK FALLS AMBULANCE SERVICE TO DISCUSS COST ALLOCATIONS TO TOWNS FOR NEW AMBULANCE:  The board agreed that the Chair should pursue a meeting with the municipalities involved to discuss the changing of the way the cost of a new ambulance is allocated between the municipalities.  Suggested was 1/3 assessed value, 1/3 number of calls and 1/3 population.  
DISCUSS ACCESS PERMITS:  None.  

PUBLIC COMMENT:   
Comments were received from R. Lapp concerning the Forest Home Cemetery Flag Pole Project, T. Kiesgen concerning the board meetings and minutes, J. Knox concerning plowing and sanding with little snow and funding of the Movrich Park Project by the town, N. Sevcik concerning an upcoming mailing to solicit donations for the Park Project, Knox volunteering to donate decking composite for the making of park picnic tables and J. Hintz noting that F. Kempf, PFACDC is pursuing grants to reimburse the town for the playground equipment..  

CORRESPONDENCE:  Correspondence included Town of Emery’s Resolution 1-2012 in opposition to the Price County Airport expansion, Xcel 2012 outdoor lighting rates, solicitation for “cleanup days” from Independent Cleanup Commission, and the Wisconsin Towns Association’s monthly newsletter.  
Review Invoices: Motion (Severt, Hintz) to accept invoices for payment. Motion carried, voice vote.
