TOWN OF FIFIELD REGULAR BOARD MEETING

MINUTES of February 16, 2012
PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE AND ROLL CALL:  Meeting was brought to order on February 16, 2012 at 6:30 p.m. at the Fifield Town Hall.  Pledge of Allegiance was given.  Roll Call:  F. Sevcik, J. Hintz, and R. Severt present.  Also present S. Putnam and 6 others. 
MINUTES:  Motion (Hintz, Severt) to accept the minutes of the February 2, 2012 regular and special board meetings as presented.  Motion carried, voice vote.  
TREASURER’S REPORT:  The treasurer presented & the board accepted the January, 2012 treasurer’s report.  

TOWN CREW REPORT: T. Fleming reported that two trees at Movrich Park were cut and the stumps will be removed in the spring with Martinovich’s help.  Noted was that the speed limit on Willow by the park is 25 mph.  The speed limit on Balsam by the park is 15mph because of the unloading that is done in front of Ron Ernst Lumber.  The quote from Strand Electric to change boxes for the two caution lights is $1,150.  Fleming got information from the State that the lights could be pulled but then could never be put up again and that the town is responsible for the maintenance.  The board directed Fleming to have the new boxes installed by Strand.  He reported that MSHA training will be coming up and that the crew has been working on Brahmstadt.  

REVIEW AND SIGN BOARD POLICY FOR EQUIPMENT REPAIRS:  Motion (Hintz, Sevcik) to adopt the Town of Fifield Purchases and Equipment Repair Policy.  Motion carried, voice vote.  
DISCUSS/APPROVE RESOLUTION IN OPPOSITION OR IN FAVOR OF THE PRICE COUNTY AIRPORT EXPANSION AND ALTERATION:   Both resolutions were discussed.  Motion (Severt, Sevcik) to adopt Resolution 2012-01, Resolution in Opposition to the Price County Airport Expansion and Alteration.  Motion carried, voice vote (2 in favor, J. Hintz abstained)
DRIVEWAY ACCESS PERMITS:  None.
PUBLIC COMMENT:   L. DeRemer inquired into what happened to the containers for collecting cans for the playground equipment.  Flemings are no longer assisting in collecting the cans and have removed their containers from the collection sites.  N. Sevcik, Movrich Park Revitalization Project Committee Leader, said that they will handle the collection of the cans.  
CORRESPONDENCE: Correspondence included Town of Kennan’s resolution opposing the Price County Expansion Project, Price Electric Coop’s invitation to attend their Electrical Line Safety Demonstration, copies of the Price County Travel Companion which were given to each board member, letter from the Price County Tax Lister asking for verification on several road names which Fleming and Putnam have already responded to, and the WTA monthly newsletter containing the registration form for the District meeting which all board members will be attending.
