PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE AND ROLL CALL:  Meeting was brought to order on March 15, 2012 at 6:30 p.m. at the Fifield Town Hall.  Pledge of Allegiance was recited.  Roll Call:  F. Sevcik, J. Hintz, and R. Severt present.  Also present S. Putnam and 2 others.

FAHRNER PRESENTATION ON NEW PRODUCTS FOR CRACK SEALING AND CHIP SEALING:  B. McMahon’s presentation covered services provided which include spray patching and chip sealing.  
TREASURER’S REPORT:  Presented and accepted was the February, 2012 treasurer’s report.  

TOWN CREW REPORT: T. Fleming reported that the 2001 Freightliner was repaired as well as the grader which is waiting to be delivered back to the town.  Included in the grader repair was the flushing out of the old oil and adding of new oil.  Town roads were posted on March 12th, the same as Price County.  Culverts are being opened up.  Fleming asked for and received permission to allow Howard Brothers to drive the posted roads from the Fifield Fire Hall to the lagoon on Old 13 Road for Sanitary District work beginning April 2nd.  Fleming accepted, on behalf of the Sanitary District, responsibility for any damages done to the road.  Howard Brothers agreed to run as light as possible during this time.   P Griepentrog informed the board that he will be shipping Easter lambs during the time the roads are posted.  The section of Shady Knoll Road to be traveled is gravel at this time and the 6 ton limit may not be exceeded.
