TOWN OF FIFIELD REGULAR BOARD MEETING

MINUTES of April 19, 2012
PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE AND ROLL CALL:  Meeting was brought to order on April 19, 2012 at 6:30 p.m. at the Fifield Town Hall.  Pledge of Allegiance was recited.  Roll Call:  F. Sevcik, J. Hintz, and R. Severt present.  Also present S. Putnam and 5 others. 
MINUTES:  Motion (Severt, Hintz) to accept the minutes of the April 5, 2012 regular board meeting as presented.  Motion approved, voice vote.  
TREASURER’S REPORT:  Presented and accepted was the March, 2012 treasurer’s report.  

TOWN CREW REPORT: T. Fleming reported that road postings were lifted on Monday except for Bay Road which will remain posted until next week.  The crew attended the annual Mine Safety Refresher Training.  He prepared and presented to the Chairman for signing the storm-water permit for Briske Road.  

DISCUSS PROBLEMS WITH GRADER:  The problem with the grader is with the front wheel drive.  It kicks out when in 5th gear.  There was metal in the oil but this is at an acceptable level.  The board agreed that Fleming should check into the cost of leasing or trading in and purchasing a new grader.  

DISCUSS QUOTES FOR CRACK FILLING:   Fleming received a quote from American Pavement Solutions of $1.19 per pound and Long Asphalt of $1.15 per pound, $1.07 per pound over existing crack fill.  Fleming reviewed those roads that would be crack filled.  Motion (Hintz, Sevcik) to hire Long Asphalt to perform crack filling services in 2012.  Motion approved, voice vote.   
DISCUSS CONTRACTING FOR BRIDGE INSPECTIONS:  Fleming reported that Bill Knaack has begun doing bridge inspections and will charge $110 per bridge as opposed to S E H’s price of $125 per bridge.  The town has five bridges they are responsible to inspect.  Motion (Hintz, Severt) to contract with William Knaack to inspect bridges.  Motion approved, voice vote.  
DISCUSS PARTICIPATION IN PRICE COUNTY’S PUBLIC AUCTION ON JUNE 9, 2012:  The Chair read Price County’s letter inviting the town to participate in the county’s auction, either by purchasing items or putting items in the auction.  Fleming reported that he wasn’t aware of anything to put in the auction but that the town could use tire chains if they can be purchased for one-half the regular price.  

SCHEDULE ANNUAL ROAD TOUR:  The annual road tour was set for April 26th at 6:00 a.m...  Roads to be toured will be N. Voight, Simon, Fork, Old 13, Briske, Hicks, Shady Knoll, Brahmstadt &Turner/Gerber.  

DRIVEWAY ACCESS PERMITS:  None.
PUBLIC COMMENT:   W. Felch, President of the Fifield Sanitary District informed the board that D. Ocker has retired, T. Fleming has taken his place and an assistant has been hired.  They would like to get rid of their pickup truck and asked if the town would be interested in it.  E. Ingrouille presented to the board pictures of damaged siding on his storage units building which he said occurred when the fire department was burning grass.  He also presented an estimated for $1,928.25 for the removal and replacement of the damaged siding.  The clerk was instructed to contact the town’s insurance company to see if the damages would be covered.  M. Atkinson asked that there be a freeze on Movrich Park improvements until a long term plan for the project is done and made public.  K. Newbury questioned the appearance of a conflict of interest in that the Chair of the Movrich Park Revitalization committee is the wife of the Town Chair.  Newbury too would like more information given to the public including who is funding the costs and what any future maintenance costs would be.  The clerk reminded those in attendance that the Movrich Park Revitalization committee is not a committee of the town board.   It was suggested by T. Kiesgen that the board put this issue on their agenda for a future meeting.    

CORRESPONDENCE: Correspondence included a letter from the Price County Economic Development Association inviting the town to participate in its Min-JEM Grant program.  
Review Invoices:  Invoices were reviewed.  Motion (Severt, Hintz) to accept the invoices for payment.  Motion approved, voice vote.
