TOWN OF FIFIELD REGULAR BOARD MEETING

MINUTES of May 17, 2012
PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE AND ROLL CALL:  Meeting was brought to order on May 17, 2012 at 6:30 p.m. at the Fifield Town Hall.  Pledge of Allegiance was recited.  Roll Call:  F. Sevcik, J. Hintz, and R. Severt present.  Also present S. Putnam and 16 others. 
MINUTES:  Motion (Severt, Hintz) to accept the minutes of the April 26, 2012 special town meeting and May 3, 2012 regular board meeting as presented.  Motion approved, voice vote.  
TREASURER’S REPORT:  Presented and accepted was the April, 2012 treasurer’s report.  

TOWN CREW REPORT: T. Fleming reported that the crew will be shaping and grading Shady Knoll Road to get it ready for paving by Pitlick and Wick next week, as well as doing work at the Springstead Creek bridge.  Crack filling of the roads has been completed.  The playground equipment has been pulled at Movrich Park.  The base for the slide still has to be removed.  Fleming asked for and received permission to demo a JD and a Cat grader for a couple of days each to see what they are like.  The Chair questioned Fleming on his duo status (Road Superintendent for the Town and Head Operator for the Fifield Sanitary District) in case of an emergency that may affect both entities.  Fleming noted that the Sanitary District has an assistant operator that could take on responsibilities in the case of an emergency.   

DISCUSS MAKING BRAHMSTADT ROAD A GRAVEL ROAD:  All members of the board agreed to tear up the seal coat on Brahmstadt Road and make it into gravel.  

DISCUSS LAKELAND ATV CLUB’S REQUEST TO EXPAND ROUTE INTO THE TOWN OF FIFIELD:   Dewey Sternberg, Lakeland ATV Club will develop a Memorandum of Understanding with the town and bring it back to the board for their consideration.  He was given a copy of the current MOU between the town and the Fifield Dirt Devils ATV Club.    
DISCUSS SWEEPING OF HICKS LANDING AND CHADA ROADS:  The Chair will contact the Price County Sheriff’s Department and the WI Towns Association to what the town’s responsibility is concerning roads.  He may have the Ockers attend a meeting to discuss the issue. 
FCAP’S MOVRICH PARK REVITALIZATION COMMITTEE UPDATE:  N. Sevcik, Chair reported that bumpers for the playground equipment have been ordered, Martinovich Excavating will be asked to get the area ready and to install fill, a date for installation will be set, and they would like to level out the remaining area of the park at an approximate cost of $3,000.  The permit has been approved to plant flowers and grasses in the State right of way.  They would like to address the issue of picnic tables and grills next.  D. Setterman will donate sand for the volleyball court.  It was mentioned that J. Ocker might be a source for the donation of top soil and fill.    

DISCUSS JOINT VENTURE WITH FCAP’S MOVRICH PARK REVITALIZATION COMMITTEE:  It was stated that FFFI has received about $12,000 in donations to be used at Movrich Park.  R. Lobermeier of the Movrich Park Revitalization Committee asked that the board pledge $8,500 from the “Cans for Kids” account to their project which FFFI would match.  The board took no action.  

DRIVEWAY ACCESS PERMITS:  None.
PUBLIC COMMENT:  J. Knox was concerned with the speed of vehicles on Fish Trap Road.  M. Atkinson wondered why the town is talking about purchasing a new grader but not repairing it.  
CORRESPONDENCE:  None.
Review Invoices:  Invoices were reviewed.  Motion (Severt, Hintz) to accept the invoices for payment.  Motion approved, voice vote.
