TOWN OF FIFIELD REGULAR BOARD MEETING

MINUTES of June 21, 2012
PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE AND ROLL CALL:  Meeting was brought to order on June 21, 2012 at 6:30 p.m. at the Pike Lake Fire Hall.  Pledge of Allegiance was recited.  Roll Call:  F. Sevcik, J. Hintz present, R. Severt joined the meeting at 6:40 p.m.  Also present S. Putnam and 13 others. 
MINUTES:  Motion (Hintz, Sevcik) to accept the minutes of the June 7, 2012 regular board meeting and May 30, 2012 special board meeting as presented.  Motion approved, voice vote.  
TREASURER’S REPORT:  Presented and accepted was the treasurer’s report for May, 2012..  

TOWN CREW REPORT: T. Fleming reported that Price County Highway Commissioner G. Molnar is finding out who to contact regarding speed limits on town roads.  The DNR storm water permit has been received for Briske Road.  Fleming would like to use up the town’s gravel at the Forest Service pit as D. Reppert will be retiring next week.  Nortrax has suggested, because of a problem, the grader not be used in all-wheel drive (amended 7-5-12).  Demos for a Cat and a John Deere are scheduled starting next week.  Fleming will check out a buoy that is near Squaw Creek as the DNR has reported it must be removed or put back where it belongs.  The clerk reported that the bridge inspection reports have been received from W. Knaack.  R. Severt asked for and was given an explanation of how brushing of town roads is being done with the brusher-mower.         

APPROVE RENEWAL OF ALCOHOL BEVERAGE LICENSES:  Presented for renewal were the following licenses:  Renewal Class A Beer – Bernie Luedtke d/b/a Seed N Feed; Renewal Class A Combinations – K J’s Meat & Cheese LLC d/b/a Fifield Grocery, JENA Corp. d/b/a Fifield Stations; Renewal Class B Combination – Hicks Landing, Inc. d/b/a Hicks Landing, J C Homestead, Inc. d/b/a Homestead, Idle Hour Resort LLC d/b/a Idle Hour Resort, Kountry Kafe & Katering LLC d/b/a Kountry Kafe, Merri Cassidy d/b/a Merri Cassidy’s, Windsong Family LLC d/b/a Moose Jaw Resort, Musky Jacks Enterprises, Inc. d/b/a Musky Jack’s, David & Joan Harvey d/b/a Northernaire Bar & Grill, Theresa Braun d/b/a Northwoods Supper Club, RBWM Enterprises LLC d/b/a Wild Goose Resort Pub & Grill, and Wobbly Hog Ent. LLC d/b/a Wobbly Hog Saloon.  Motion (Hintz, Severt) to approve the renewal of alcohol beverage licenses as presented.  Motion approved, voice vote.

DISCUSS A 15 MPH SPEED LIMIT FOR WILLOW AVE.:  Discussed was the reducing of the speed limit on Willow Ave to 15 mph.  The town’s ordinance on speed limits will have to be amended.  
DISCUSS PAYMENT OF MARTINOVICH AND PRICE COUNTY LAND CONSERVATION INVOICES FROM THE “CANS FOR KIDS” ACCOUNT:  Motion (Hintz, Sevcik) to approve the payment of Martinovich and Land Conservation invoices out of the “Cans for Kids” account.  Motion approved, voice vote.
DISCUSS HANDLING OF UNUSED DONATIONS FROM THE MOVRICH PARK REVITALIZATION COMMITTEE FUND:  The board agreed to accept the unused donations, which are estimated to be about $1,000, from the Movrich Park Revitalization Committee fund and use them for future expenses at the park.
DISCUSS DURAND CONTRACT AND TIMELINESS OF PAYMENT:  The clerk was instructed to send Durand a letter asking for payment per his contract with the town and if payment is not received within 5 business days the contract would be deemed void.

DISCUSS ISSUE OF DOGS AT MOVRICH PARK:  T. Fleming will check into what types of signs are available regarding dogs at the park.  The “no dogs allowed” sign at the park was removed.  

REPORT OF VANDALISM AT MOVRICH PARK:  Chair F. Sevcik reported that he talked with the Price County Sheriff’s Department regarding two girls who sprayed paint and damaged the security camera at Movrich Park.  He told them that he did not want to file a report as long as restitution was made.  The cost to replace the camera would be approximately $265.  
DRIVEWAY ACCESS PERMITS:  None.
PUBLIC COMMENT:  T. Nicholls asked for an update on the cleaning up any contamination at the old L. Baars property which is now owned by Price County.  Chair Sevcik will check on this.  A resident asked where branches and such could be disposed of and was told that there is an area designated for that at the Fifield Transfer Site.
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CORRESPONDENCE:  Correspondence included FFFI’s letter asking to know exactly the funds available in the “Cans for Kids” account in order for them to make informed decisions as they complete the playground phase and proceed to the rain garden and shoreline upgrading phases of the Movrich Park Revitalization Project as they feel the town has committed these funds to their project, A. Cummings report on damage done to the security camera at Movrich Park, Fifield Sanitary District’s Water Quality Report, a copy of which was given to each board member, e-mail from the PFACDC asking if the town was still interested in partnering in the Industrial Park Development project with a possible monetary contribution, and Price County Zoning’s notice of D. Lobermeier’s application for a Conditional Use permit for the purpose of renting a home on a short-term basis, a copy of which was given to each board member.
Review Invoices:  Invoices were reviewed.  Motion (Hintz, Severt) to accept the invoices for payment.  Motion approved, voice vote.
