TOWN OF FIFIELD REGULAR BOARD MEETING

MINUTES of July 19, 2012
PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE AND ROLL CALL:  Meeting was brought to order on July 19, 2012 at 6:30 p.m. at the Pike Lake Fire Hall.  Pledge of Allegiance was recited.  Roll Call:  F. Sevcik, J. Hintz, R. Severt present.  Also present S. Putnam and 16 others. 
MINUTES:  Motion (Severt, Hintz (amended 8/2/12)) to accept the minutes of the July 5, 2012 regular board meeting as presented.  Motion approved, voice vote.  
TREASURER’S REPORT:  Presented and accepted was the treasurer’s report for June, 2012...  

TOWN CREW REPORT: T. Fleming asked and the board agreed that the Fifield Sanitary District could rent the boom mower to mow around their lagoon.  Fleming will check into the going rate for renting the equipment which he estimated would be about $65 per hour.  The seal coat on Brahmstadt Road has been ground up and Fleming reported that the road would be rough for a little while.  The mud pocket on Spring Inn Road has been fixed.  It was found that the culvert on W. Central Ave just north of Hwy 70 was rotten.  It has been replaced.  A large rock on Briske Road near Lofdahl Road will be pulled when work is done on that road.  F. Sevcik reported on vandalism to a picnic table that was caught on the security camera at the Park.  
PIKE LAKE CHAIN OF LAKES ASSOCIATION INC.’S REQUEST TO AMEND BOATING ORDINANCE NO. 47:  D. Mace, Secretary of the Pike Lake Chain of Lakes Association suggested the boating ordinance be amended because the current ordinance does not authorize placement of a buoy at Squaw Creek.  He will get the GPS coordinates for all buoys so they can be incorporated into the amended ordinance.  
AMEND FIFIELD FIRE DEPARTMENT CONSTITUTION AND BY-LAWS REGARDING THE TERMS FOR OFFICERS:  The amended by-laws would allow for one year terms if a department so chose.  Of those in attendance who spoke, the majority were against the one-year terms.  The board took no action.  It was noted that the by-laws should be amended though as they do not address how to fill a vacancy in an office.  

DISCUSS REPLACEMENT OR REPAIR OF GRADER:  Fleming reported that the grader needs four tires.  Recaps cost approximately $1,250 each and new $2,000.  To have an estimate done for repair, it would cost $1,500 in trucking to Ashland.   Fleming was instructed to have Northend Heavy Duty in Park Falls give an estimate on repair and report back to the board.  Approximate cost for a new grader is $199,000 after trade.    
MOVRICH PARK REVITALIZATION COMMITTEE UPDATE:  N. Sevcik presented the board with the Committee’s to-do list for the park.  Fleming asked if the committee was going to do the yearly maintenance required on the playground equipment.  N. Sevcik said they are not.  She is checking out motion sensor lights to help with clarity for the security cameras.  Fleming offered to check out pricing.  

DISCUSS EXTENT OF USE OF BRUSHER MOWER AND MAINTENANCE COSTS INCURRED:  T. Fleming explained the maintenance costs for the mower.  He also reported that 90 to 100 miles of the town’s 120 miles of roads have been mowed at least once.  

DRIVEWAY ACCESS PERMITS:  None.
PUBLIC COMMENT:  None
CORRESPONDENCE:  Correspondence included a notice for Humane Officer Training and the Government Accountability Board letter that their “Polling Place Onsite Accessibility Compliance Audit Report” will be provided within the next 30 - 45 days. F. Sevcik reported on a phone call from the Price County Sheriff following up to ask for the cost of the vandalism done at Movrich Park.  The clerk will get them the information.  Sevcik also reported that he talked with the Sheriff’s Department regarding vandalism done to 5 to 7 stop signs on the ATV trails off of Shady Knoll Road. 
Review Invoices:  Invoices were reviewed.  Motion (Severt, Hintz) to accept the invoices for payment.  Motion approved, voice vote.
Adjourn:  Motion at 7:55 p.m. (Hintz, Severt) to adjourn.  Motion approved, voice vote.
