TOWN OF FIFIELD REGULAR BOARD MEETING

MINUTES of September 20, 2012
PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE AND ROLL CALL:  Meeting was brought to order on September 20, 2012 at 6:30 p.m. at the Pike Lake Fire Hall.  Pledge of Allegiance was recited.  Roll Call:  F. Sevcik, J. Hintz, R. Severt present.  Also present S. Putnam and 12 others. 
MINUTES:  Motion (Severt. Hintz) to accept the minutes of the September 6, 2012 regular board meeting.  Motion approved, voice vote.  
TREASURER’S REPORT:  Presented and accepted was the treasurer’s report for August, 2012. 

TOWN CREW REPORT: T. Fleming reported that the Briske Road project has been completed.  Several other roads having gravel added are N. Voight and the end of E. Turner.  The gravel left at the Newman Springs pit will be used up on the end of Springstead Rd.  Brushing is being done on Sailor and Gates Lake Roads.  Fleming continues to work on the “Construction Maintenance Report” for the state and should have it ready for signing at the next regular board meeting.  The Union Representative C. Warner is ready to meet with the town board to negotiate the Collective Bargaining Agreement for 2013-2015.  The board agreed to meet with him at 5:00 p.m. on Thursday, October 4, 2012 at the Fifield Town Hall.  

AMEND 2012 BUDGET:  Motion (Hintz, Severt) to amend the 2012 Budget to increase Financing Revenues by $113,000, increase Principal Debt Service by $113,000, decrease Highway and Street Construction by $30,000, increase Highway and Street Maintenance by $29,000 and increase Interest Debt Service by $1,000.  Roll call vote:  Sevcik – aye, Hintz – aye, Severt –aye.  Motion approved.  

DISCUSS 2013 BUDGET:  The initial draft of the 2013 Budget was presented by the clerk to the board for their review.  Budget review will continue next meeting.
P F AREA COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT CORPORATION 2012 ANNUAL REPORT AND REQUEST FOR DONATION:  Frank Kempf, Administrator of the PFACDC presented board members with copies of the 2012 Annual Report, highlighting the achievements of his organization during the past year.  
DISCUSS LETTER OF SUPPORT FOR FIFIELD EMS FIRST RESPONDERS:  Motion (Hintz, Severt) to sign the “Letter of Support for Fifield EMS First Responders”.  Motion approved, voice vote.  
DISCUSS ROAD PLAN AND BLACKTOPPING OF CY’S DRIVE:  Four letters where received and several residents from Cy’s Drive were present to show their support for the blacktopping of Cy’s Drive.  The board will consider the request next spring when conducting their annual road tour.  
DISCUSS REQUEST TO OPEN SMITH RAPIDS ROAD TO ATV TRAFFIC:  J. Krucky, Price County Tax Lister asked if the board would consider opening Smith Rapids Rd from the Eisenstein town line on Shady Knoll Rd south to the Eisenstein town line on Smith Rapids Rd.  J. Knox volunteered to talk with the Forest Service to see if they had any objections.     

DRIVEWAY ACCESS PERMITS:  A permit was received from Joseph Zehren.  T. Fleming reported that he has already installed a plastic culvert that does not conform to town standards.  Fleming will call him.  Motion (Hintz, Severt) to postpone action on J. Zehren’s Driveway Access Permit Application until the next regular board meeting.  Motion approved, voice vote.  
PUBLIC COMMENT:  J. Knox asked about modifications to the grader for the roller hitch, the number of meetings held at Pike Lake and announced a Driver Safety Refresher Course to be held at Pike Lake.  
CORRESPONDENCE:  Correspondence included Wisconsin Taxpayers Alliance newsletter and G. Griesel letter regarding insurance coverage for Fifield special events.
Review Invoices:  Invoices were reviewed.  Motion (Severt, Hintz) to accept the invoices for payment.  Motion approved, voice vote.
Adjourn:  Motion at 8:00 p.m. (Hintz, Severt) to adjourn.  Motion approved, voice vote.
