MINUTES of November 15, 2012
PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE AND ROLL CALL:  Meeting was brought to order on November 15, 2012 at 6:30 p.m. at the Fifield Town Hall.  Pledge of Allegiance was recited.  Roll Call:  F. Sevcik, J. Hintz, R. Severt present.  Also present S. Putnam and 5 others. 
MINUTES:  Motion (Severt, Sevcik) to accept the minutes of the November 1, 2012 regular board meeting as presented.  Motion approved, voice vote. 
TREASURER’S REPORT:  Presented and accepted was the treasurer’s report for October, 2012. 

TOWN CREW REPORT: T. Fleming reported that he attended a road safety seminar in Tomahawk where road signs where discussed.  The deadline for replacing the old signs has been removed.  The crew has been getting equipment ready for the winter.  The ATV signs have been taken down on Shady Knoll Rd from Blue Jay Lane to the trail and NO ATV signs were put up.  J. Spaulding is off because of his back, which has not been reported as a work related injury.    
ADOPT 2013 BUDGET:  Motion (Severt, Hintz) to adopt the 2013 town budget, with a town tax levy of $236,701, fire department #1 levy of $90,641, and fire department #2 levy of $67,941, as approved by the Special Town Meeting.  Roll call vote:  Sevcik – aye, Hintz – aye, Severt – aye.  Motion approved.  

DISCUSS ORDINANCE NO. 95, AMENDMENT TO SPEED LIMITS ORDINANCE NO. 63:  Ordinance No. 95 decreased the speed limit on Willow Avenue to 15 miles per hour and Fish Trap Road to 45 miles per hour.  Motion (Hintz, Severt) to adopt Ordinance No. 95, Amendment to Speed Limits Ordinance No. 63.  Roll call:  Sevcik - aye, Hintz - aye, Severt - aye.  Motion approved. 

DISCUSS EMPLOYEE EVALUATION FORM:  Motion (Hintz, Severt) to use the Employee Evaluation Form as drafted by T. Fleming.  Motion approved, voice vote.  

DRIVEWAY ACCESS PERMITS:  T. Fleming reported that Joseph Zehren has replaced his non-conforming culvert with a conforming one.  Fleming will check it out.  
PUBLIC COMMENT:  W. Felch asked if any board members have been contacted by the Town of Lake regarding providing fire protection, which none have been.
CORRESPONDENCE:  Correspondence included a letter from the Flambeau Hospital stating that they will be ordering a new ambulance for the anticipated cost of $160,000, of which the Town of Fifield will be liable for approximately $38,585.32.  
Review Invoices:  Invoices were reviewed.  Motion (Severt, Hintz) to accept the invoices for payment.  Motion approved, voice vote.
