TOWN OF FIFIELD REGULAR BOARD MEETING

MINUTES OF December 6, 2012
PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE AND ROLL CALL:  Meeting was brought to order on December 6, 2012 at 6:30 p.m. at the Fifield Town Hall. Pledge of Allegiance was recited.  Roll Call:  F. Sevcik, J. Hintz, R. Severt – present.  Also present were S. Putnam and 9 others.
MINUTES:  Motion (Hintz, Severt) to accept the minutes of the November 15, 2012 regular board meeting.  Motion carried, voice vote.  
TOWN CREW REPORT: T. Fleming reported that the Christmas decorations have been put up.  The boss plow for the 1988 truck is in need of repair.  The estimated cost is $1,630.  Replacement cost is $6,000.  The board advised not to fix at this time.  The 1988 truck will have to be replaced in the near future.  The cost to make the front flail mower for the mowing tractor hydraulically driven will cost approximately $2,200 to $2,400.  Ted can make the oil tank.  The board agreed to this.  
FIRE DEPARTMENT REPORT:  J. Nelson, Fire Dept. #2 reported on one EMS call and one vehicle extrication.  The fire boat has been dry-docked for the winter.  The equipment that will be covered by a DNR grant has been ordered.  The town’s share of the cost will be reimbursed by the Pike Lake Chain Firefighters, Inc.  Election of officers was held and their terms will begin January 1, 2013.  In W. Felch’s absence, no Fire Dept. #1 report was given.  
MOVRICH PARK REVITALIZATION COMMITTEE & LAND CONSERVATION TECHNICIAN REPORTS ON MOVRICH PARK:  N. Sevcik and T. Nicholls updated the board on the accomplishments of the park committee to date, reporting that they have funds of $1,000.00 in a Besadny Grant and $11,692.06 in donations.  A listing of future projects was handed out.  Ross Dudzik, Land Conservation Technician made his recommendations for improving the Shoreland at the park which were no fill or grading of the park area as it is in the flood plan, a no mow policy and an intensive planting of the Shoreland buffer area, a no mow policy for the slope from Hwy 70 to the ditch bottom with supplemental plantings, construction of a canoe portage using Enkamat or Shoremax vegetated erosion control mats, and repair of the water access structure to 1988 DNR permitted plan specifications. It was noted that under the permitting for the Shoreland Restoration Project, the no mow restriction becomes permanent after twelve months if no mowing has been done during that time.  
DISCUSS ALTERNATE DATES FOR THE FIFIELD TRANSFER SITE BECAUSE HOLIDAYS FALL ON TUESDAYS:  The board set the dates of Wednesday, December 26th & Wednesday, January 2nd for the Fifield Transfer Site, in place of the normal days of Tuesday, December 25th & January 1st which are holidays.   

DISCUSS PARK POSITION AND ITS HISTORY:  R. Severt presented several questions regarding the park position such as:  when was it approved by the town board, is there a job description, who did the hiring, etc.  The clerk found in the minutes, under Town Crew Report, R. Andrews, the Road Superintendent at the time, reported to the board that Therese Fleming was hired for the position.  The clerk was not aware of any job description or that the job vacancy was posted or published.  She did find in the job description for the Road Superintendent that one of his duties is to provide tasks to employees.  
DISCUSS RESPONSIBILITY OF THE TRANSFER FACILITY ATTENDANT:  R. Severt requested that a copy of the Municipal Refuse Disposal Ordinance be given to the transfer site attendants as prohibited items are being put into the compactors.  The board felt that the ordinance should be reviewed and possibly brought up to date.  This matter will be addressed at a future board meeting.  
DISCUSS SOLICITING QUOTES FOR THE COLLECTION OF SCRAP METAL AND WHITEGOODS:  The clerk was instructed to solicit quotes for scrap metal and whitegoods collection for the transfer sites.  Quotes are to be reviewed at the January 17, 2013 regular board meeting.  R. Severt presented a list of names and addressed of businesses to send letters to.  
DRIVEWAY ACCESS PERMITS:  T. Fleming reported that he inspected J. Zehren’s replacement culvert, a good job was done and the Driveway Access Permit can now be mailed to him. 
PUBLIC COMMENT:  J. Nelson asked about and F. Sevcik responded that he is not pursuing a change in the ambulance cost formula as not all towns are in favor of it.  T. Nicholls commended R. Balzar on his work as a transfer site attendant.  
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CORRESPONDENCE:  Correspondence included an offer to purchase an extended warranty for the tractor mower.  
Review Invoices: Motion (Severt, Hintz) to accept invoices for payment. Motion carried, voice vote.  
Adjourn:  Motion at 8:45 p.m. (Hintz, Severt) to adjourn.  Motion carried, voice vote.
