TOWN CREW REPORT: T. Fleming reported that the crew has been plowing snow as needed and working on the right of way project on Brahmstadt Road.  Fleming will be getting the employee reviews to the board shortly.  

FIRE DEPARTMENT REPORT:  W. Felch, Fire Dept. #1 reported that activity included one fire call and one accident for which the jaws equipment was used.  The Town of Lake has contacted him regarding providing fire protection services.  Felch called for a meeting with the Park Falls and Butternut fire chiefs to make a presentation to the Towns of Lake and Eisenstein as to why protection services should remain as they presently are.  The air system for the rescue truck has been received and is ready for installation.  Funding for one-half of the cost of the air system has been secured.  T. Mantor, Fire Dept. #2 reported on one EMS call for a sledding accident.  A couple new firemen have started firefighter one training.  F. Sevcik asked if any false alarms have been reported and Mantor replied not since October.
DISCUSS NEXT PHASE OF MOVRICH PARK REVITALIZATION PROJECT:  N. Sevcik reported that the committee is getting the necessary permits for developing the kayak/canoe area.  She will check on the timeline for when the no-mow policy becomes permanent.
